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Billy Kidd 
1964 Olympic Slalom Silver Medalist 

 
Long time supporter and frequent convention special guest Billy Kidd will be joining 
us again this year. Billy is a skiing legend and became an American hero in the 1964 
Olympics when he and teammate Jimmie Heuga became the first American men to 
win Olympic medals in skiing at Innsbruck, Austria. From Stowe, Vermont, Billy raced 
internationally for nine years on the U.S. Ski Team, becoming the first person to win both Amateur and Pro 
World Championships in a single year, 1970. Billy, inducted into the US Hall of Fame in 1976, has been 
Steamboat Resort’s Director of Skiing www.steamboat.com for more than 30 years. 
Born in Burlington, Vermont, he grew up water skiing on Lake Champlain. At the age of five he moved to Stowe, 
where his father ran the Buccaneer Ski Lodge and taught him to ski on Mt. Mansfield’s National Trail. His first 
pair of skis were wooden hand-me-downs with Bear Trap bindings and six-foot leather thongs wrapped around 
the foot. Disqualified from his first race at Mad River Glen because he was only 12, he came in 66th in a field of 
120. Two years later, coached by Austrian instructors, he made the Eastern National Junior Championship Team. 
Graduating with honors from Stowe High School in 1961, Kidd postponed admission to MIT in order to train. For 
nine years he raced internationally on the US Ski Team, while earning a 1969 degree in economics from the 
University of Colorado.  
 
“Winning is mostly who’s best at handling the variables,” according to Kidd, whose racing career was plagued 
with ankle injuries. He bruised his right ankle while training for the Eastern Championships at Whiteface, New 
York (1963). He broke it at Sestriere (1964). The ankle collapsed at the Colorado Cup at Lake Eldora (1965). He 
broke his left ankle at Kitzbuhel (1966). He credits a broken right leg at Portillo prior to the FIS games (1966) 
with giving him a month in traction and seven months in a cast to “watch ski movies and devise the perfect way 
to go around the poles.” Says Kidd, “I had time to think and it’s the thinking that makes the difference.”  
 
Billy has been an ardent supporter and participant in the http://snowexpress.kintera.org Jimmie Heuga Express 
program, an event which generates funds for the Jimmie Heuga Center www.heuga.org in Vail, Colorado. The 
Center is known for “reanimating the physically challenged,” providing support and assistance for individuals 
diagnosed with Multiple Sclerosis.  
 
Billy has been involved in the Special Olympics www.specialolympics.org  programs since 1977, an international 
year-round program of sports training and competition for mentally challenged individuals. More than one million 
athletes in over 160 countries train and compete in 26 Olympic-type summer and winter sports. “The generous 

donation of time and expertise that Billy Kidd is making to Special Olympics 
athletes is an example of how national sports figures inspire greatness in the 
athletes we serve,” stated Timothy P. Shriver, President and CEO of Special 
Olympics.  
 
Promotion of Steamboat has involved Billy in stunts like sailing a Hobie Cat 
catamaran down Mt. Werner or skiing down a mound of crushed ice covered 
with snow imported from Steamboat Springs on the “Today Show.” When you 
visit Steamboat, you’ll find Billy up there on the mountain, wearing his 
trademark hat, and waiting to meet a new group of skiers to introduce to his 

mountain and to talk about the sport he loves – skiing.  Billy truly exemplifies the spirit of the Far West Ski 
Association’s Jimmie Heuga Award.  Like his friend Jimmie, Billy has demonstrated courage and skill on the ski 
slope, in the human body, and with a courageous heart.  
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Harv Forsgren 
Regional Forester, Southwest Region - U.S. Forest Service  

 
Harv Forsgren is the Regional Forester for the Southwestern Region (U.S. Forest Service), 
Albuquerque, New Mexico.  He is responsible for the management of 11 National Forests in 
New Mexico and Arizona and grasslands in Texas and Oklahoma. 
 
He was born in Salt Lake City, Utah.  Forsgren earned a Bachelor of Science degree in 
Fisheries Management from Utah State University in 1976, and a Master of Science degree in 
Natural Resource Management from Humboldt State University in 1980. 
 
Forsgren began his career with the Forest Service as a volunteer in Wyoming in 1975.  He 
joined the agency permanently in 1978 where he worked first to develop a vegetation 

classification system and later as a fisheries biologist on the Chugach National Forest in Anchorage, Alaska.  
Subsequently, he worked as a fisheries biologist on the Sawtooth National Recreation Area and Sawtooth 
National Forest in Idaho, and on the Mt. Hood National Forest in Oregon. 
 
He became the fisheries program leader in the agency’s Intermountain Region headquartered in Ogden, Utah, in 
1988.  He served, beginning in 1991, as the National Fisheries Program Leader in Washington, D.C. for several 
years before being named Assistant Director of the Wildlife, Fish and Rare Plant Staff.  In June of 1998, Forsgren 
was named National Director for that Staff.  As National Director, he had broad responsibilities for conservation 
of wildlife, fish, rare plants and threatened, endangered and sensitive species.  While in that position he helped 
shape national policy related to conservation of Pacific salmon and steelhead, fostered partnerships and helped 
develop changes to national forest planning regulations. 
 
In December 1999 he was named as Regional Forester for the Pacific Northwest Region, where he served until 
named as the Regional Forester for the Southwestern Region in July 2002. 
 
Forsgren, lives in Tijeras, New Mexico, with his wife Julie.  They have two grown daughters, Myrica and Hailey.

The National Ski Area Association (NSAA) www.nsaa.org is located in 
Lakewood, CO and represents 326 alpine resorts that account for more than 
90% of the skier/snowboarder visits nationwide.  Additionally, it has 400 
supplier members who provide equipment, goods and services to the mountain 
resort industry.  The association's primary objective is to meet the needs of ski 
area owners and operators nationwide and to foster, stimulate and promote 
growth in the industry. 
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NSAA analyzes and distributes ski industry statistics; produces annual conferences and trade shows; produces a 
bimonthly industry publication and is active in state and federal government affairs. The association also provides 
educational programs and employee training materials on industry issues including OSHA, ADA and NEPA 
regulations and compliance; environmental laws and regulations; state regulatory requirements; aerial tramway 
safety; and resort operations and guest service. 
 
NSAA Model for Growth addresses the 85% drop out rate of all people who try snow sports but don’t continue.  
The goal of the Model for Growth is to increase number of beginners entering sport by 6% per year combined 
with increasing number of beginners converted into core skiers by 1% per year from 15% to 25% 
 
Troy has been the editor of the NSAA Journal since 2004.  In this capacity he directs all aspects of publication 
including developing editorial content, writing, assigning and editing stories, photography, and management of 
magazine production including art, design, print and distribution.  He also manages NSAA public relations and 
association communications.  A 1992 graduate of the University of Wisconsin-Eau Claire School of Journalism, 
his writing career spans 14 years as a staff writer, editor, photographer and freelance writer for several mountain 
newspapers and national trade and consumer magazines.

Jimmy Petterson 
International Skier & Author 

 
NASJA-West member Jimmy Petterson began his ski writing and photography 
career in South America back in 1985. After years of skiing and traveling, an 
odyssey that has taken him to over 60 different countries he has published a 
unique coffee-table book, Skiing Around the World. A 440-page volume that 
visits 47 countries, the work is comprised of 50 percent text and 50 percent 
photos, and includes close to 600 color photos.  
 
It’s experiential in style, with each destination that Jimmy has visited providing 

a freestanding story of his experiences in that location. Side bars rate areas in various categories, but this is not a 
guide book. The photos include shots of local people, scenery, and whatever else helps to create a total picture of 
what a skier might experience on a visit to that country.  
 
Jimmy, one of the world’s most widely traveled ski journalists, has been working on this project for four years. 
Ski writer Arnie Wilson, the editor of the the UK’s Ski and Board Magazine and author of Top Ski Resorts of the 
World, had this to say: "Jimmy Petterson is a remarkable man and a remarkable skier—probably the most well-
traveled skier on the planet. I can't think of a single country with some snow and the odd lift where he hasn't 
skied. Even countries without lifts have been visited by the indefatigable Petterson skiing machine. Not only does 
he ski everywhere, but he also takes excellent photographs to prove it. And of course, he writes entertainingly and 
with chutzpah about the places he skis. Skiing Around the World is the ultimate skiing book. The one I'd liked to 
have written—but never will."  
 
The finished product is an inspiration to skiers and snowboarders with an adventurous spirit to widen their vistas 
and hit the road to the four-corners of the Earth. It will also help them to choose the snowsports locations most 
suited to their skills and dreams.

Board of Trustees by Randy Lew, Chairman 

 
The Far West Ski Association Board of Trustees has the responsibility for long range planning as well as insuring 
that the Associations corporate records are properly maintained and timely government filings are made. In 
addition, the Trustees executed the new FWSA Athletic Scholarship Program, managed the database, acted as the 
Awards Committee, and participated in the changes to the organizational structure and By-Laws of the 
Association. 

 
The FWSA Athletic Scholarship Program has now awarded $3,000 in scholarships to five deserving junior racers 
due to the efforts of Chairman Robb Margrave and the Athletic Scholarship Committee, which is comprised of 
the Board of Trustees and the VP of Racing. The applicants for the scholarships, which include USSA and PNSA 
affiliated athletes competing in the JI, J2, and J3 age groups, were evaluated on financial need, academics, 
competitive achievements, community activities, and goals and desires. The 2005 scholarships were awarded in to 
Chris Hinkley who races for the Sugar Bowl Academy, and to Anton Hilts and Andee Wallace who race for the 
Mt. Bachelor Ski Team. 
 
Family/Youth Involvement Committee co-chaired by Linda Westlund and Mike German addressed concerns 
from the membership regarding direct membership. The on-going committee will be responsible for short and 
long-range planning for family and youth involvement, with the objective of developing programs and services to 
welcome families and youth into our ski organizations. Skiyente Ski Club ran a very successful family ski trip to 
Big White with 32 participants. The 4 day trip included a welcome reception, Nastar racing and a pizza party. 
Skiyente has already made plans to run a family trip to Big Mountain on Amtrak in 2007. We look forward to 
more exciting programs in the future as FWSA continues to endorse family and youth activities.  
 
Nancy Ellis has taken the responsibility for the FWSA database and has been working diligently to insure a 
smooth transfer and insuring the data is accurate and timely to all functional programs that need this information. 
 
The 2006 Ski Week at Telluride, with 489 participants was extremely successful, despite the travel issues caused 
by multiple gateways, small aircraft and delayed luggage, through the efforts of Lynnell Calkins and the FWSA 
ski week staff. Everyone enjoyed the great snow and weather along with the variety of Telluride’s terrain. The 
international ski trip led by Kathy & Tucker Hoffmann to Zermatt, Switzerland with 168 people attending was 
outstanding based on comments from the participants. This trip had an exciting pre trip to Davos with 58 
participants and a post trip to Egypt including a Nile River Cruise with 94 participants. In September 2005, 
Tucker & Kathy led both 2 and 3 week trips to China with a total of 76 participants. We enjoyed the history, 
culture, and food of China along with standing in Tiananmen Square, climbing to the top of the Great Wall, or 
cruising through the Three Gorges Dam, a truly tremendous experience.  
 
The 2006 – 2007 travel program is projected to be very exciting and successful with a Panama Canal cruise in 
October, Ski Week at Steamboat in February, and an international ski trip to Italy in March.  
 
Mary Azevedo has done a tremendous job since assuming responsibility for “The Councilman”, which is the 
major communications vehicle with our member councils and clubs. The new & improved “Skiers Guide”, which 
is our publication targeting the general skiing population, has been very well received in ski shows, ski shops, and 
clubs due to the superb effort of Leigh Gieringer.   
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Debbi Kor-Lew has made a significant contribution as V.P. of Marketing by attending various trade and vendor 
shows to meet hard and soft good companies, obtain product for FWSA programs, and to develop opportunities 
for future sponsorships. This year Debbi obtained a major sponsorship from Barbados Tourism for the Athletic 
Scholarship Program along with renewing the Karbon Ski Wear, Aspen, Big White/Silver Star, and Steamboat 
sponsorships. Debbi also chairs the Income/Sponsorship Committee to identify and develop additional income 
sources for the association. Potential items for the future include logo wear and logo luggage  
 
The Safety program under Dr. Richard Lubin has generated numerous safety articles for club and council 
publication. In addition, the 1st FWSA safety poster was widely distributed to the ski industry this past year. 
Richard is now moving forward on creating FWSA thermometers for display at ski areas. In addition, Richard  
administers the FWSA Safety Person of the Year program to recognize individuals for club or council safety 
programs.  
 
Nancy Kelly has done an excellent job in providing the Association with detailed, timely, and accurate financial 
reporting and budget control. In addition, Nancy and John Reinhardt, our Tax Advisor, have assisted in 
finalizing our tax audit. 
 
Steve Coxen has shown his leadership skills as the FWSA Convention Chairman, and has worked very diligently 
with Jane Wyckoff, Barbara Razo, Catherine Ohl and the Los Angeles Council 2005 convention committee in 
planning and executing the 75th Anniversary celebration. This epic event celebrated the history of the FWSA, 
councils and clubs as well as skiing in the Western US with many displays, multimedia presentations, and 
honored guests. Steve has continued to work with Arleigh Meiners and the Arizona Council convention 
committee to insure the 2006 convention is just as successful. Steve has also continued to improve the web site by 
revising the member benefits and sponsorship sections, putting the Convention registration forms up, and 
continuing to keep the web site current.  
 
Mike Sanford is to be commended for a truly outstanding job in his third and final year as FWSA President. The 
countless hours spent on insuring the 75th Anniversary Convention was successful and partnering with the 
industry to provide an outstanding venue for our December Board of Directors meeting in Sun Valley, Idaho. 
Mike has also increased FWSA visibility at the national level developing a very strong working relationship with 
NSAA, the US Forest Service, and Representative Mark Udall’s office when he was asked to attend a 
Congressional Caucus on winter sports. In addition, Mike’s tremendous organization and leadership skills have 
produced very efficient BOD meetings, which included time for working committee meetings and an exchange of 
ideas while reducing the time needed for verbal reports. Mike is constantly striving to improve all aspects of the 
Association.  
 
The major action items for 2006 are: 1) executing a seamless and efficient transition of functional programs from 
retiring long-term volunteers; 2) executing the plan for the 76th Annual Meeting and Convention; 3) developing 
specific program sponsorships through partnering with the ski industry; 4) continued growth of the FWSA 
Athletic Scholarship Program; and 5) continuing to expand our North American & International travel programs.

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Director Report 
Athletic Scholarship Committee by Robb Margrave, Trustee 

 
When an athlete gains a position on the U.S. Ski Team it is a culmination of years of training and dedication.  It is 
also liberation day, of sorts, for the parents since the United States Ski Association now begins to pick up the tab 
for the athlete’s training, travel and equipment.  However, before the athlete obtains team membership, expenses 
for coaching, entry fees, equipment and travel can quickly send parents to the poor house.  Many dedicated and 
gifted athletes cease their racing careers prior to attaining this goal due to a lack of financial resources.   
 
Since September 2004 the Far West Ski Association (FWSA) has been providing financial assistance to young 
alpine ski racers in the form of scholarships to help pay coaching, training, and competition entry fees.  
Scholarships are awarded on the basis of the racer’s financial need (30%), academics (25%), competitive record 
(20%), community activities (15%) and personal goals and desires (10%).  Additionally, applicants must be junior 
alpine ski racers licensed by the United States Ski Association (USSA) and participate in racing programs in the 
states represented by the councils of the FWSA.  The FWSA Scholarship Fund is administered by a committee 
which includes the Board of Trustees plus the FWSA VP of Racing.   
 
Funding for the first scholarships awarded in 2004 was made possible by donations from Big Mountain and 
Grouse Mountain Lodge at the Reno FWSA convention that year.  Thanks to these two sponsors, a trip to Big 
Mountain and Grouse Mountain Lodge was auctioned and $900 was raised.  The FWSA added to this amount, 
enabling the FWSA to fund two $500 scholarships. 
 
In 2005 Big Mountain and Grouse Mountain Lodge were joined by Schure Sports, Inc., the makers of Karbon 
brand ski clothing.  Schure Sports donated a jacket/bib combination that was auctioned at the 2005 Ski Week in 
Aspin.  Big Mountain and Grouse Mountain Lodge again donated a trip that was auctioned at the FWSA 
convention in Long Beach.  Money from the auctions created a Scholarship Fund of $1,800.  The fund was again 
supplemented by the FWSA, bringing the total to $2,000.  The FWSA selected three racers to share the $2,000 in 
available scholarship money. 
 
FWSA has awarded a total of five scholarships worth $3,000 over the two years they have been available.  As 
successful as those years have been, the FWSA has even higher hopes for 2006. 
 
This year the FWSA is pleased to announce the Barbados Tourism Authority has joined the list of scholarship 
sponsors.  The Tourism Authority donated a 5-day, 4-night trip to the island with raffle tickets being sold for the 
chance to win this trip.  Tickets for this extraordinary travel opportunity have been available since Ski Week and 
are sold for $5.00 each or six tickets for $25.  A minimum of two hundred tickets will be available at the 
convention prior to the drawing on Sunday, June 11th.  No more than 2000 tickets will be sold.  Like the last two 
conventions, Big Mountain and Grouse Mountain Lodge our charter sponsors, have donated a trip to be auctioned 
Friday night.  These monies will add to the $1,600 raised at this year’s Ski Week in Telluride when the Karbon 
jacket/bib combination donated by Schure Sports was raffled.

Disabled Sports USA (DS/USA) was founded in 1967 by disabled Vietnam veterans to provide opportunities for 
individuals with disabilities to gain self-confidence, greater independence, dignity, and mobility through sports, 
recreation and educational programs. The organization is the nation’s largest multi-sport, multi-disability 
organization serving more than 60,000 people nationwide. Their trained staff is familiar with the challenges that 
physical, neuromuscular, and developmental impairments present.  The programs offer a safe and exciting 
experience that helps persons with disabilities make the most of their abilities. As a member of the U.S. Olympic 
Committee, DS/USA offers sports rehabilitation and recreation programs through its nationwide network of over 
85 community-based chapters.  
 
FWSA councils have a long term relationship with three California Chapters of Disabled Sports, USA: The Tahoe 
Adaptive Ski School (TASS) at Alpine Meadows, the US Adaptive Recreation Center at Big Bear (USARC), and 
the Unrecables Ski Club in Los Angeles.

Special Olympics as a movement relies on dedicated volunteers to provide year-round sports training and athletic 
competition in a variety of Olympic-type sports for people eight years of age and older with mental retardation.

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Special Olympics has published the results of a multi-legged study of the impact of Special Olympics programs 
on the lives of its athletes in the United States. According to Changing Lives through Sport — A Report Card on 
the Impact of Special Olympics, the benefits of participation in Special Olympics are substantial. 
 
The research shows that there is an overwhelming consensus among Special Olympics athletes, coaches and 
family members that there is significant improvement in athletes’ sense of self, social skills and social interactions 
due to their participation in Special Olympics. Parents see health benefits that are critical, given the unmet health 
needs of people with intellectual disabilities. The evidence from these studies clearly illustrates that Special 
Olympics enables people with intellectual disabilities to demonstrate and experience sports competence and 
suggests that gains in self-confidence, self-esteem, employment and socialization can carry beyond Special 
Olympics. More than half of adult Special Olympics athletes have jobs, which suggests a strong relationship 
between Special Olympics participation and the ability to be employed. 
 
Special Olympics athletes have much in common with other athletes. They enjoy the social experiences that 
accompany participation in sports training and competition. Teammates provide an important and valuable source 
of friendship, with more than half of the athletes socializing with teammates outside of Special Olympics. As with 
other athletes, Special Olympics athletes are motivated to participate by their enjoyment of sports and by the 
competition Special Olympics provides. They are serious about their sports and are not seeking sympathy or even 
special treatment. 
 
Wounded Warrior Disabled Sports Project   The Wounded Warrior Disabled Sports Project is a great

SLO Skiers walk in the 24 Hour Relay for Cancer, donate several times a year to the local food bank, and 
adopted a family from the women’s shelter for Christmas. All members of the adopted family received gifts from 
their Christmas list as well as everything they needed to set up housekeeping in their own apartment.  
Camber Ski Club members volunteer for the California International Air Show, which contributes hundreds of 
thousands of dollars each year to various charities throughout Monterey County. 
Snow Trackers of Exeter participates in the 24 Hour Relay for Cancer each year. Snow Trackers has had a team 
in the Relay for Life for the past 11 years.  
 
Los Angeles Council  and many of the LAC ski clubs donated funds to send a disabled skier from The 
Unrecables - Disabled Sports,USA, and her companion to Telluride on the annual week-long ski trip.  Many ski 
clubs also donate funds, ski equipment and clothing to The Unrecables. Many club members, their families and 
friends also participate in the Ralph’s Food Store Community Program, which is a wonderful fund-raiser for The 
Unrecables. 
 
Northwest Ski Club Council:  NWSCC participants contributed $3,900 to the 2006 Oregon Cancer Ski Out 
which raised   a total of $39,000 to support the OHSU Cancer Institute, the Willamette Falls Hospice, and the 
Candlelighters (a support group for families of cancer patients).  The “FWSA GERM TEAM” with Randy and 
Debbi Lew, Steve and Linda Coxen, Mary Olhausen, and John Orefice skied in honor of our good friend Michael 
German, who is waging a courageous battle against cancer. They sprouted rubber caps with spikes, showed off 
their “FWSA GERMS” t-shirts and skied their hearts out for Michael and the cause.  Look for that great photo in 
the next Councilman. 
Other recent charity ski/snowboard events in Oregon and Washington were the Mt. Bachelor Food Drive, the Mt. 
Ashland Ski Patrol fundraiser, the Mt. Hood Skibowl Vertical Challenge for Cystic Fibrosis, the Crystal Mountain 
Jimmie Heuga Vertical Express, the White Pass Vertical Challenge for American Cancer Society, the Mt. 
Bachelor Jimmie Heuga Vertical Express, and the Mt. Bachelor Riders For The Cure. 
Bergfreunde Ski Club provided volunteers at the annual Winter Special Olympics at Mt. Bachelor and  held its 
2nd annual Le Tour de Valley in May. Club members hiked, walked, and biked the Willamette Valley at the Iris 
Gardens.  For the first time, Oregon Special Olympics is participating in the Oregon Charitable Tax Checkoff 
Program this year. This is a statewide program in which Oregon taxpayers can designate all or part of their tax 
refunds to eligible charitable organizations.   Skiers also took part in the 73rd annual Golden Rose Ski Classic, 
held on June 3rd at Timberline Lodge.  This is a benefit for Mt. Hood Race Academy athletes and the NW 
SnowSports Foundation for aspiring young skiers and snowboarders. 
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Skiyente Ski Club raised $800 for Shepherd’s Door, a local women’s and children’s shelter, which is a part of 
The Portland Rescue Mission.  They held a silent auction at the Mt. Hood Cultural Center and Museum in 
Government Camp, and presented Skiyente’s 50 years of history along with the history of women skiing. The 
club was featured in a TV segment produced by the Clackamas County Development Commission. The silent 
auction brought in enough funds to throw a party and still donate over $2,200 to the museum’s Capital 
improvements. Skiyente also sponsors a Masters Race Weekend at Mt. Hood Meadows every year, raising about 
$500 to sponsor an up and coming female racer through their Erin Nicole Scholarship. Recently, Skiyente also 
planned, organized and executed a meal for nearly 200 racers at the Mt. Hood Cultural Center and Museum.   
 
San Diego Council of Ski Clubs and its member clubs are very active supporting many different charities, such 
as the Youth At Risk program, the annual Toys for Tots drive, the United States Adaptive Recreation Center, and 
the Jimmie Heuga Center for MS.

FAR WEST SKI ASSOC ATION BY-LAWS I
 
1.0   NAME 
  
   1.1   The name of this organization shall be "FAR WEST SKI ASSOCIATION". 
 
2.0   PURPOSES 
 

 2.1   The purposes for which Far West Ski Association was formed and is operated and conducted are 
exclusively charitable, educational, civic, recreational and social; and its primary objectives are 

 
To take an active civic interest in and to encourage, develop and maintain the sport of skiing as a healthful 
outdoor recreation. 

 
 To promote, encourage and maintain friendly relations between skiers, members and other organizations 
interested in the sport of skiing; to cooperate with other such organizations instituted and maintained for 
purposes comparable to the purposes of this Association. 

   
To cooperate, if required, with any governmental or other agency engaged in activities affecting the sport of 
skiing and winter sports, to the end that the public at large may obtain the fullest appropriate use and enjoyment 
of areas particularly adapted to wintertime use and recreation. 
 
To develop skill in skiing and to standardize rules governing ski competitions, races and other ski events. 

 
To establish and maintain uniform tests of amateur standing among skiers in conformity with the higher ideals 
of a gentlemanly sport. 

    
To render such services as do not contemplate the distribution of gains, profits or dividends to its members and 
for all the purposes for which individuals may associate themselves subject to the laws and regulations 
applicable to nonprofit corporations of the State of California. 

 
 In general, to carry on any business and to exercise all rights and privileges and do all things incidental or 
desirable for carrying out the foregoing purposes. 

 
3.0   AUTONOMY 

 
 3.1   Far West Ski Association, sometimes referred to as "FWSA" or the "Association", herein, is an autonomous non-

profit California corporation. 
 
4.0   CONTROL OF PROPERTY 
 

4.1   The Association shall not be liable for any debts other than its own, shall not enter into any form of guarantees for 
the debts of another, and no property, real or personal, belonging to the Association shall be subject to the debts of or 
control from any other organization. 

 
5.0   FISCAL YEAR 
 

 5.1   The fiscal year shall begin May l of each year. 
 
6.0   GEOGRAPHIC AREA 
 

6.1   Far West Ski Association shall restrict its membership recruiting to those geographic areas as determined by 
the Board of Directors of this Association which for most part will cover those geographic areas which have 
historically been recognized as the Far West Region. 

 
7.0   RULES OF ORDER 
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7.1   All meetings of the Association, and meetings of the Board of Directors, Board of Trustees and Councils 
Committee shall be run in accordance with Robert’s Rules of Order except where otherwise stated in these By-
Laws. 

 
8.0   MEMBERSHIP 
 

8.1   Membership shall be open to all individuals who subscribe to the goals and purposes of this organization. 
 

8.2   Definitions for Membership 
 

8.2.1   A “Member” shall be any individual who has fulfilled the requirements and application procedures for 
membership as set forth in Section 8.4.1, herein, and has paid the annual dues, if any, as prescribed by the 
Association. 

 
8.2.2 A “Club Member” shall be any individual Member who is a member in good standing of an FWSA 

“Affiliated Ski Club”. 
 

8.2.3   A “Direct Member” shall be any individual Member who is not a member of an FWSA “Affiliated Ski 
Club”. 

 
8.2.4   A “Honorary Member” shall be any deserving individuals  who by affirmative vote of the Board of 

Directors is so designated. 
 

8.2.5   A “Ski Club” shall be a ski club, ski association or other ski organization which has at least 10 individual 
members in good standing in accordance with the membership requirements of that club, association or 
organization. 

 
8.2.6   An “Affiliated Ski Club”, hereinafter referred to as “Ski Club”, herein, shall be a Ski Club which has 

fulfilled the requirements and application procedures for affiliation as set forth in Section 8.4, herein, has 
had its affiliation request accepted and processed by FWSA and has paid the current annual affiliation fee, 
if any, as prescribed by the Association. 

 
8.2.7 An “Unaffiliated Club” shall refer to any Ski Club which is not affiliated with FWSA. 
 
8.2.8   A “Council Club” shall be any “Affiliated Ski Club” which is a member in good standing of an FWSA 

Council. 
 

8.2.9   A “Direct Club” shall be any “Affiliated Ski Club” which is not a member of an FWSA Council. 
 

8.2.10   FWSA Members or Individual Members shall refer to the total number of Club Members and Direct 
Members of the Association. 

            
8.2.11   FWSA Affiliated Ski Clubs shall refer to the total number of Council Clubs and Direct Clubs of the 

Association. 
 

 8.3   Categories of Membership 
 

8.3.1   Club Member (individual) 
 

8.3.2   Direct Member (individual) 
 

8.3.3   Honorary Member (individual) 
 

 8.4   Requirements and Application for Membership or Affiliation 
 

8.4.1   Application for membership shall be submitted in writing/on the Association’s Membership Application 
Form, accompanied by the appropriate dues as set by the Association and addressed to the V.P. of 
Membership of the Association. 
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8.4.2   A ski club, ski association or other ski organization must qualify as a Ski Club as defined in Section 
8.2.5, herein, to become affiliated with FWSA. 

 
8.4.3   Any ski club, ski association or other ski organization, whether incorporated or unincorporated, with its 

regular meeting place within the membership recruitment area of the Far West Ski Association, may apply 
to become an Affiliated Ski Club of the Association by following the procedures as set forth, herein. 

 
8.4.4   Application for Ski Club affiliation shall be submitted in writing/on the Association’s Affiliation 

Application Form, accompanied by appropriate fees; addressed to the V.P. of Membership of the 
Association; and signed by the responsible executive officer of the applicant/Ski Club. 

 
8.4.5   Application for Ski Club affiliation shall be accompanied by a copy of the applicant’s Articles of 

Incorporation, Partnership Agreement, Unincorporated Association Agreement, Constitution or other 
similar enabling document; a copy of its By-Laws, if any; and a list of all of its members at the time of 
application. 

 
8.5   Additional Categories of Membership 

 
8.5.1   The Board of Directors is authorized to create additional categories of membership, to be effective as 

specified by the Board of Directors and such action by the Board of Directors shall be subject to ratification 
by the Delegates at the next Annual Meeting of the Association, but no changes may be made by the Board 
of Directors to the existing categories of membership as set forth in these By-Laws. 

 
8.6   Benefits of Membership 

 
8.6.1   Individual members shall have the right to attend meetings of the Association; express their opinions on 

matters considered at those meetings; hold an elected office or position on the Board of Trustees; hold 
Committee positions within the Association; receive all regularly issued publications of the Association and 
any special benefits offered by the Association, from time to time; and have such other rights, privileges 
and benefits as are set forth in these By-Laws. 

 
8.7   Expulsion from Membership or Affiliation 

 
8.7.1   Any individual Member or any Affiliated Ski Club may be expelled from membership or affiliation, 

respectively, by a two-thirds (2/3) affirmative vote of all votes actually cast on the issue at any Annual 
Meeting or at any Special Meeting called for such purpose. 

 
9.0   DUES AND FEES 
 

9.1   Establishment and changing of Dues and Fees 
 

9.1.1   Dues and fees shall be established or changed at the Annual meeting of the Association by a two-thirds 
(2/3) affirmative vote of all the registered Delegates at the meeting at which the establishment or change is 
being considered. 

 
9.1.2   The Board of Directors is authorized to establish appropriate membership dues for any categories of 

membership established pursuant to Section 8.5, herein, and such action by the Board of Directors shall be 
subject to ratification by the Delegates at the next Annual meeting of the Association, but no changes may 
be made by the Board of Directors to the dues which have been previously ratified by the membership for 
any existing categories of membership. 

 
9.1.3   Dues for Direct Members shall always be set at least $5.00 higher than the dues for Club Members of 

Non-100% Ski Clubs, as long as 100% and Non-100% Ski Clubs’ dues are different amounts, otherwise, 
dues for Direct Members will just be set at least $5.00 higher than dues for Ski Club Members. 

 
10.0   MEETINGS OF THE ASSOCIATION 
 

 10.1   Definitions for Meetings of the Association 
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10.1.1   A person shall be considered registered at an Annual or Special Meeting of the Association after filling 
out the required registration form(s) and paying the required registration fee(s), if any, for such meeting. 

 
10.1.2   A “Delegate” shall be an individual who is a Member in good standing of FWSA as set forth in Section 

8.0, herein, is registered as set forth in Section 10.1.1 and is officially registered with the Credentials 
Committee as set forth in Section 10.4.2, herein, at the Annual or Special Meeting of the Association then 
in session. 

 
10.1.3   A member of a Ski Club shall be a person who has been officially accepted as a member of said Ski 

Club in accordance with said Ski Club’s membership requirements and policies, is currently a member in 
good standing of said Ski Club and may not be a person who is still an applicant of said Ski Club. 

 
10.1.4   The “Direct Members’ bloc” shall be made up of all of the current Direct Members of record of the 

organization. 
 

 10.2   Annual Meeting of the Association 
 

10.2.1   The Annual Meeting of the Association shall be held between April 1 and July 1 of each year, on a date 
to be determined by the Board of Directors. 

 
10.2.2   The agenda at the Annual Meeting of the Association shall include the following: 
                    Presentation and consideration of credentials 
                    Reading of minutes of last meeting. 
                    Reports from the President and Treasurer. 
                    Committee and panel meetings. 
                    Reports from Committees, which have not previously 
                      been submitted to the members. 
                    Unfinished business. 
                    New business. 
                    Report from the Nominating Committee and election of 
                      Officers and Trustees. 
                    Adjournment. 

 
10.3   Special Meetings of the Association 

 
10.3.1   Special Meetings of the Association shall be called by the Secretary, upon the written request of a 

majority of the members of the Board of Directors or upon written request of either one-third (1/3) of the 
individual members or one-third (1/3) of the Ski Clubs. 

 
 10.4   Delegates to Meetings of the Association 

 
10.4.1   A Delegate may represent either Club Members or Direct Members at a Meeting of the Association, but 

not both and may not be a Delegate for more than one Ski Club. 
 

10.4.2   To be an officially registered Delegate, a person must be on the Delegate list submitted by the Ski Club 
which they will represent or Delegate list from the registered Direct Members representing the Direct 
Members’ bloc. Such lists must be submitted to the Credentials Committee prior to the time set for such 
submission at the Meeting then in session. 

 
10.4.3   Each Ski Club may appoint Delegates to all Annual and Special Meetings of the Association pursuant 

to Section 10.7.1, herein, and these Delegates shall be representing Club Members of the Association, but 
no person shall be appointed as a Delegate of a Ski Club, by that Ski Club, unless that person is a member 
in good standing of that Ski Club. 

 
10.4.4   Delegates representing the Direct Members bloc shall be appointed by the Direct Members registered at 

the Annual or Special Meeting of the Association then in session and pursuant to Section 10.7.3, herein. 
 

10.4.5   Each Ski Club shall be entitled to appoint Delegates, based on its number of members as set forth in 
Section 10.7.1, herein, according to the formula as set forth in Section 10.7.3. 
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10.5   Quorum for Meetings of the Association 
 

10.5.1   A quorum shall consist of a majority of the total number of officially registered Delegates. 
 
       10.6   Voting Procedures for Meetings of the Association 
 

10.6.1   Votes at an Annual or Special Meeting of the Association may only be cast by officially registered 
Delegates to said meeting. 

 
10.6.2   Each Delegate present at any Annual or Special Meeting of the Association and present at such Meeting 

at the time a vote is taken on any motion, matter or issue presented to the Delegates for consideration, shall 
be entitled to cast one (1) vote on such motion, matter or issue, unless otherwise stated, herein. 

 
10.6.3   Passage of any motion, matter or issue presented to the Delegates for consideration at an Annual or 

Special Meeting of the Association, shall require a majority vote of the quorum as set forth in Section 
10.5.1, herein, unless otherwise stated, herein. 

 
10.7   Determination of the Number of Delegates at Meetings of the Association. 

 
10.7.1   The number of Delegates which may be appointed by a Ski Club or the Direct Members’ bloc shall be 

determined pursuant to Section 10.7.3, herein, based on the number of members of record of said Ski Club 
or the Direct Member bloc as of forty-five (45) days prior to the date of each Annual meeting or as of the 
date of any Special Meeting. 

 
10.7.2   Any dispute concerning the number of Delegates shall be resolved by the Credentials Committee. 

 
10.7.3   The formula for calculating the number of Delegates which may be appointed by each Ski Club and the 

Direct Members’ bloc at Annual and Special Meetings of the Association is:

10.8   Notice of Meetings of the Association 

 
10.8.1   Notice of all Annual and Special Meetings of the Association shall be given at least fifteen (15) days 

prior to the date set for the meeting and shall include the important items on the agenda for the meeting. 
 
11.0   ELECTED OFFICES 
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11.1   Definitions for Elected Offices 

 
             11.1.1   An "Officer", sometimes referred to as an "Elected Officer", herein, of the Association shall be any 

individual elected to an elected office as set forth in Section 11.2, herein. 
 

11.2   Titles of Elected Offices 
 

11.2.1   President 
11.2.2   Secretary 
11.2.3   Treasurer 
11.2.4   V.P. of Membership 
11.2.5   V.P. of Marketing 
11.2.6   V.P. of North American Travel 
11.2.7   V.P. of Public Affairs 
11.2.8   V.P. of Communications 
11.2.9   V.P. of Council Services 
11.2.10  V.P. of International Travel   

 
 11.3   Terms of office of Elected Offices 

 
11.3.1   Terms of office shall begin on the day of the election. 

 
11.3.2   The elected offices of President, Secretary and Treasurer shall be for one (1) year terms and shall, 

therefore, be elected annually. 
 

11.3.3   The remaining elected offices shall be for two (2) year terms and the elections for these offices shall be 
staggered with the offices of the Vice Presidents of Marketing, Membership, Communications and 
International Travel being elected  in the alternate years from the Vice Presidents of North American 
Travel, Public Affairs, and Council Services. 

 
11.3.4   The Officers shall serve the terms as set forth in Sections 11.3.2 and 11.3.3, herein, or until their 

successors take office. 
 

 11.4   Eligibility for Election to Elected Offices 
 

11.4.1   Any individual Member may be nominated and elected at an Annual Meeting of the Association for any 
one of the elected offices of the Association up for election at that Annual Meeting. 

 
11.4.2   Any individual nominated for an elected office shall hold an individual membership in the Association 

as required in Section 8.0, herein, and if elected to an elected office, said individual shall maintain such 
membership in the Association during their term of office. 

 
11.5   Voting for Elected Offices 

 
11.5.1   Each Delegate, as defined in Section 10.1.2, herein, shall be entitled to cast one (1) vote for one (1) 

candidate in each elected office up for election at an Annual meeting of the Association. 
 

 11.6   Election to Elected Offices 
 

11.6.1   The candidate who receives the highest number of the votes cast in an election for an office of the 
Association, shall be elected to such office. 

 
11.6.2   In the event of a tie for the highest number of the votes cast in an election, there shall be a run-off vote 

between the candidates tied for the highest number of the votes cast. 
 

11.7   Duties of Elected Officers 
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11.7.1   The Officers of this Association shall perform such executive and administrative duties and functions as 
shall be within the designation of their respective offices as well as such additional duties and functions as 
may be assigned, from time to time, by the President or Board of Directors. 

 
11.8   Line of Authority for Elected Officers 

 
11.8.1   The Secretary, Treasurer and all Vice Presidents of the Association shall report directly to the President 

and shall be directed by the President in the performance of the duties and functions of their offices. 
 

11.9   Resignation from Elected Offices 
 

11.9.1   Any Officer of the Association may, at any time, resign their position and said resignation shall become 
effective in accordance with its terms upon receipt of said resignation, in writing, by the President or 
Secretary of the Association. 

 
11.10   Filling Vacancies in Elected Offices 

 
11.10.1 In the event of a vacancy in any elected office of the Association, the Board of Directors shall, 

within thirty (30) days, appoint a qualified person to fill such vacant office or position until that office of 
position is filled by an election by the Delegates at the next Annual Meeting of the Association.  If the 
position, filled by the appointment by the Board of Directors, would not normally be scheduled for election 
at the next Annual Meeting, the election, referred to above, of the new Officer shall only be for the length 
of time which remains in the original term for that office. 

 
11.11   Dual Positions in Elected Offices 

 
11.11.1 No individual may hold or be elected to more than one elected office at the same time, or serve as 

Immediate Past President and hold an elected office at the same time. 
 

11.11.2   No individual may hold or be elected to an elected office while holding an elected position on the 
Board of Trustees. 

 
   11.12   Removal from Elected Offices 

 
11.12.1   Notice of intent to propose removal of an Officer to the Members of the Association and notice of the 

meeting of the Board of Directors at which the proposed removal will be considered shall be mailed to all 
members of the Board of Directors and the Officer whose removal is sought at least fourteen (14) days 
prior to said meeting and the Officer whose removal is being sought shall be afforded the opportunity to 
respond to the Board of Directors prior to the Board of Directors taking a vote on the proposed removal at 
the meeting referred to in the above mentioned notice. 

 
11.12.2   Upon an affirmative vote of two-thirds (2/3) of the total number members of the Board of Directors, a 

recommendation for removal of an Officer shall be presented to the Delegates at the next Annual Meeting 
or a Special Meeting of the Association called for said purpose. Written notice of said meeting stating the 
purpose of said meeting shall be mailed to the Members of the Association not less than fourteen (14) days 
prior to said meeting. 

 
12.0   BOARD OF TRUSTEES 
 

12.1   Definitions for the Board of Trustees 
 

12.1.1   A “Trustee” of the Association shall be any individual who is a member of the Board of Trustees as set 
forth in Section l2.3, herein. 

 
12.1.2   An “ex officio” member of the Board of Trustees is a member by virtue of their position or office as set 

forth in Section 12.3.2, herein. 
 

12.2   Number of Members on the Board of Trustees 
 

12.2.1   The Board of Trustees shall consist of seven (7) individuals. 
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12.3   Members of the Board of Trustees 

 
12.3.1   There shall be four (4) elected members of the Board of Trustees. 

 
12.3.2   There shall be three (3) ex officio members of the Board of Trustees, being the President, Immediate 

Past President and Treasurer of the Association. 
 

12.4   Terms of Position on the Board of Trustees 
 

12.4.1   Terms of position for Trustees shall begin on the day of the election. 
 

12.4.2   Trustees shall be elected for two (2) year terms and the elections for the Trustees shall be staggered so 
that two (2) Trustees are elected each year. 

 
12.4.3   The Trustees shall serve the terms as set forth in Section 12.4.2, herein, or until their successors take 

office. 
 

12.5   Eligibility for election to the Board of Trustees 
 

12.5.1   Any individual nominated for a Trustees position shall hold an individual membership in the 
Association as required in Section 8.0, herein, and if elected to said Trustees position, said individual shall 
maintain such membership in the Association during their term as a Trustee. 

 
12.5.2   Any individual Member may be nominated and elected at an Annual Meeting of the Association for one 

(1) of the two (2) Trustees positions up for election at that Annual Meeting. 
 

12.6   Voting for Trustees 
 

12.6.1   Each Delegate, as defined in Section 10.1.2, herein, shall be entitled to cast one (1) vote for one (1) of 
the candidates running for each Trustee position up for election at an Annual meeting of the Association. 

 
12.7   Election to the Board to Trustees 

 
12.7.1   The candidate who receives the highest number of the votes cast in an election for an open position on 

the Board of Trustees of the Association, shall be elected to such office. 
 

12.7.2   In the event of a tie for the highest number of the votes cast in an election, there shall be a run-off vote 
between the candidates tied for the highest number of the votes cast. 

 
12.8   Chairman of the Board of Trustees 

 
12.8.1   The Chairman of the Board of Trustees must be one of the elected Trustees and may not be the 

Association’s President, Past President or Treasurer. 
 

12.8.2   The Chairman of the Board of Trustees shall be elected annually by the members of the Board of 
Trustees at the first meeting of the Board of Trustees following each Annual Meeting of the Association 
pursuant to the requirements for action by the Board of Trustees as set forth in Section 12.11, herein. 

 
12.9   Meetings of the Board of Trustees 

 
12.9.1   The Board of Trustees shall meet at least two (2) times annually. 

 
12.9.2   The Chairman of the Board of Trustees, as set forth in Section 12.8, herein, shall preside at meetings of 

the Board of Trustees. 
 

12.9.3   Meetings of the Board of Trustees shall be called, scheduled and/or authorized by the Chairman of the 
Board of Trustees or any four (4) Trustees. 
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12.9.4   Minutes of all meetings of the Board of Trustees shall be accurately kept and copies of those minutes 
shall be mailed to every member of the Board of Trustees, Board of Directors and Councils Committee in a 
timely manner. 

 
12.10   Quorum Required for meetings of the Board of Trustees 

 
12.10.1   A quorum of the Board of Trustees shall be necessary for the Board of Trustees to take action. 

 
12.10.2   A quorum of the Board of Trustees shall consist of a majority of the total number of Trustees. 

 
12.11   Requirements for Action by the Board of Trustees 

 
12.11.1   Action by the Board of Trustees, pursuant to Section 12.10.1, herein, shall require an affirmative vote 

of a majority of the Trustees present, unless otherwise stated, herein. 
 

12.11.2   No member of the Board of Trustees may vote upon a matter being considered at any meeting of the 
Board of Trustees unless that member is present at said meeting and present at the time the vote is taken. 

 
12.11.3   The members of the Board of Trustees shall have no powers to act individually in their capacities as 

members of the Board of Trustees, but may act only as a Board. 
 

12.12   Duties of the Board of Trustees 
 

12.12.1   The Board of Trustees shall be in charge of long-range planning for the Association as well as insuring 
that the Association’s corporate records are maintained and timely filings are made. 

 
12.13   Resignation from the Board of Trustees 

 
12.13.1   Any Trustee of the Association may, at any time, resign their position and said resignation shall 

become effective in accordance with its terms upon receipt of said resignation, in writing, by the President 
or Secretary of the Association. 

 
12.14   Filling Vacancies on the Board of Trustees 

 
12.14.1   In the event of a vacancy in an elected Trustees position, the Board of Directors shall, within thirty 

(30) days, appoint a qualified person to fill such vacant position until that position is filled by an election 
by the Delegates at the next Annual Meeting of the Association.  If the position, filled by the appointment 
by the Board of Directors, would not normally be scheduled for election at the next Annual Meeting, the 
election, referred to above, of the new Trustee shall only be for the length of time which remains in the 
original term for that Trustee position. 

 
12.15   Dual Positions on the Board of Trustees 

 
12.15.1   No individual may hold or be elected to more than one elected Trustee position at the same time. 

 
12.15.2   No individual may hold or be elected to a Trustee position while holding an “elected office”. 

 
12.16  Removal from the Board of Trustees 

 
12.16.1   Notice of intent to propose removal of a Trustee to the Members of the Association and notice of the 

meeting of the Board of Directors at which the proposed removal will be considered shall be mailed to all 
members of the Board of Directors and the Trustee whose removal is sought at least fourteen (14) days 
prior to said meeting and the Trustee whose removal is being sought shall be afforded the opportunity to 
respond to the Board of Directors prior to the Board of Directors taking a vote on the proposed removal at 
the meeting referred to in the above mentioned notice. 

 
12.16.2   Upon an affirmative vote of two-thirds (2/3) of the total number of members of the Board of Directors, 

a recommendation for removal of a Trustee shall be presented to the Delegates at a Special Meeting of the 
Association.  Written notice of said meeting stating the purpose of said meeting shall be mailed to the 
Members of the Association not less than fourteen (14) days prior to said meeting. 
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13.0   BOARD OF DIRECTORS 
 

13.1   Definitions for the Board of Directors 
 

13.1.1   A “Director” of the Association shall be any individual who is a member of the Board of Directors as 
set forth in Section 13.2, herein. 

 
13.1.2   The “Immediate Past President” is the individual who last held the elected office of President 

immediately prior to the individual currently holding the office of President. 
 

13.2   Members of the Board of Directors 
 

13.2.1   The Board of Directors shall consist of the Elected Officers (as set forth in Section 11.2, herein), 
Immediate Past President and Chairman of the Board of Trustees of the Association. 

 
13.3   Chairman of the Board of Directors 

 
13.3.1   The President of the Association shall be the Chairman of the Board of Directors. 

 
13.4   Meetings of the Board of Directors 

 
13.4.1   The Board of Directors shall meet at least two (2) times annually. 

 
13.4.2   The Chairman of the Board of Directors, as set forth in Section 13.3, herein, or in his/her absence the 

Chairman of the Board of Trustees, as set forth in Section 12.8, herein, shall preside at meetings of the 
Board of Directors. 

 
13.4.3   Meetings of the Board of Directors shall be called, scheduled and/or authorized by the Chairman of the 

Board of Directors or by any seven (7) Directors. 
 

13.4.4   Minutes of all meeting of the Board of Directors shall be accurately kept by the Secretary of the 
Association and copies of those minutes shall be mailed to every member of the Board of Directors, Board 
of Trustees and Councils Committee in a timely manner. 

 
13.4.5   Voting privileges shall be extended, at all regularly scheduled meetings of the Board of Directors, to 

 
a) Those (FWSA area) Council Presidents present. 

 
b) The Far West Racing Association’s President, who is designated FWSA V.P. of Racing, when present. 

 
c) The Far West Ski Association’s “non-Director” Trustees, when present. 

 
d) Any other representative or representatives from other affiliated or associated organization/s as 
authorized by the current Board of Directors, which authorization expires at the following annual 
meeting/convention; with the total of those authorized representatives not to exceed 20% of the then current 
Board of Directors. 

 
13.4.5.1   Persons casting a vote under Section 13.4.5 have a fiduciary responsibility to the Association/FWSA, 

and so shall act in the best interests of the Association as a whole and not those confined to one of its 
component elements or programs.  The minutes of the Board meetings where any person, or persons, 
covered under Section 13.4.5 casts a vote must accurately record which of those persons, if any, did cast a 
vote on each motion/action item voted upon. 

 
 

(clarification) ---> [On each motion voted upon, each “vote-extended-to” person is to either 1) vote “yes” or 2) vote 
“no” or 3) not vote at all - a “no” vote IS counted as a vote.  Only #3, “not vote at all”, relieves the “vote-
extended-to” person of having to making a fiduciary commitment on that motion/action item being 
decided/voted on.  The minutes should record/ reflect/indicate which “vote-extended to” people (their 
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names and the names of the organizations they represent) voted - to be recorded is the fact that they 
voted/cast a vote, NOT how they voted.] 

 
13.5   Quorum Required for Meetings of the Board of Directors 

 
13.5.1   A quorum of the Board of Directors shall be necessary for the Board of Directors to take action. 

 
13.5.2   A quorum of the Board of Directors shall consist of a majority of the total number of Directors. 

 
13.6   Requirements for Action by the Board of Directors 

 
13.6.1 Action by the Board of Directors, pursuant to Section 13.5.1, herein, shall require an affirmative vote 

of a majority of the Directors present, unless otherwise stated, herein. 
 
 

(clarification added 4/17/96) ---> [Per “Robert’s Rules of Order”, “a majority vote means a majority (more than 
half) of the votes CAST, ignoring blanks (abstentions), at a legal meeting, a quorum being present.” 
Therefore, if, at a regularly scheduled meeting of the BOD, any “additional” votes are cast (votes in 
addition to those cast by the Directors present, additional votes as are authorized by, and “otherwise stated, 
herein” in, Section 13.4.5 “Voting privileges shall be extended, at all regularly scheduled meetings of the 
Board of Directors, to”), it will then take an affirmative vote of a majority of the total (all) votes CAST to 
adopt a motion/for “Action by the Board of  Directors” at that meeting.] 

 
13.6.2   No member of the Board of Directors may vote upon a matter being considered at any meeting of the 

Board of Directors unless that member is present at said meeting and present at the time the vote is taken. 
 

13.6.3   The members of the Board of Directors shall have no powers to act individually in their capacities as 
members of the Board of Directors, but may act only as a Board. 

 
13.7   Duties of the Board of Directors 

 
13.7.1   The Board of Directors shall be responsible for administering the affairs of the Association, the 

operation and management of the Association and setting policies for the guidance of the Officers and 
Trustees of the Association. 

 
13.8   Dual Positions on the Board of Directors 

 
13.8.1   No individual may hold more than one position on the Board of Directors at the same time. 

 
13.9   Resignation from the Board of Directors 

 
13.9.1   Any Director/member of the Board of Directors of the Association, not covered under Sections 11.9 

(Elected Officers) or 12.13 (Board of Trustees), herein, may at any time resign their position and said 
resignation shall become effective in accordance with its terms upon receipt of said resignation, in writing, 
by the President or Secretary of the Association. 

 
13.9.2   In the position of “Immediate Past President”, that Director shall be deemed to have resigned his/her 

position on the Board of Directors upon missing three (3) meetings of the Board of Directors within the 
twelve (12) months following any annual convention. 

 
13.10   Vacancy in the Position of “Immediate Past President” 

 
13.10.1   Upon receipt of a resignation, in accordance with Section 13.9.1, or upon missing three (3) meetings 

of the Board of Directors, as set forth in Section 13.9.2, the position on the Board of Directors of 
“Immediate Past President” shall immediately be declared vacant by the President and removed from the 
positions on the Board of Directors until such time as the position can again be filled by the current 
President when he/she no longer holds the elected office of President. 

 
14.0   COMMITTEES 
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14.1 Definitions for Committees 
 

14.1.1   A “Committeeman” shall be any designated individual serving on a Committee of the Association, as 
set forth in Section 14.0, herein. 

 
14.1.2   Special Committees shall be Committees formed for the purpose of performing specifically stated tasks 

or functions and shall exist until such tasks or functions are completed. 
 

14.2   Categories of Committees 
 

14.2.1   Standing Committees 
 

14.2.2   Special Committees 
 

14.3   Authority for Creation of Committees 
 
 

14.3.1   The Board of Directors may establish such Standing and/or Special Committees of the Association as 
may be necessary for the guidance, operation or administration of the affairs of the Association. 

 
14.4   Chairman and Members of Committees 

 
14.4.1   The Committee Chairmen to chair such Committees as established pursuant to Section 14.3.1, herein, 

and the members of such Committees so formed shall be appointed by the President and confirmed by the 
Board of Directors.  The President and the Board of Directors may delegate the appointment of the 
individual members of said Committees to the Chairman of the Committee or the Officer of the Association 
within whose area of function the Committee will operate. 

 
14.5   Eligibility for being a Member of a Committees 

 
14.5.1   All Chairmen and members of Committees shall be required to hold and maintain individual 

memberships in the Association as set forth in Section 8.0, herein, while serving on any Committees so 
established. 

 
14.6   Line of Authority for Committees 

 
14.6.1   The Chairman of each Committee shall report to and take direction from the Officer within whose area 

of responsibility such Committee operates.  If there is no Officer of the Association whose area of 
responsibility covers the function of the Committee, the Committee Chairman shall report to the President. 

 
15.0   CONFLICT OF INTEREST 
 

15.1 No elected officer or Trustee shall serve in a capacity which has an adverse effect upon a similar Far West 
program as determined by the Board of Directors. 

 
15.2   At any time that the Board of Directors considers, discusses, or votes upon a contract or other transaction 

between the Association and one or more of its Directors, or between the Association and any corporation, firm, 
association, or business in which one or more of its Directors are financially interested, or in any position of 
control, the fact of such interest, shall be fully disclosed by the Director involved and noted in the minutes. 

 
15.3   The Board of Directors may authorize, approve, or ratify any such transaction in good faith and shall require a 

vote which would be sufficient for that purpose without counting the vote or votes of the interested Director or 
Directors. 

15.4   Any transaction undertaken by the Board of Directors in violation of this provision shall be void. 
 
16.0   AMENDMENTS TO THESE BY-LAWS 
 

16.1   Amendments to these By-Laws may be considered and voted upon at any Annual or Special Meeting of the 
Association. 
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16.2   All proposed Amendments to these By-Laws shall be presented, in writing, to the Secretary or 
President/Chairman of the Board of Directors. 

 
16.3   The proposed Amendments to these By-Laws shall be submitted, pursuant to Section 16.2, herein, at least 

forty-five (45) days prior to the date on which the meeting at which they are to be considered is scheduled to 
begin. 

 
16.4   Proposed Amendments shall bear the signatures of any five (5) Club Members and/or Direct Members of the 

Association. 
 

16.5   No later than thirty (30) days prior to the meeting at which the proposed Amendments are to be considered, a 
written notice of proposal to amend which also states the date of the start of and the location of said meeting, 
along with a copy of the text of each proposed Amendment shall be mailed to each Ski Club at its last known 
address. 

 
16.6   The information contained in Section 16.5, herein, shall be published, in its entirety, in such regular 

publication of the Association as shall be regularly sent to all Club Members and Direct Members, in the edition 
published closest to the date thirty (30) days prior to said meeting. 

 
16.7   Approval of any proposed By-Laws Amendment shall require an affirmative vote by at least two-thirds (2/3) 

of the registered Delegates at the meeting at which the Amendment is being considered. 
 

16.8   Amendments to proposed By-Laws amendments cannot be made at an Annual Meeting or Special Meeting of 
the Association. 

 
17.0   DISSOLUTION OF THIS CORPORATION 
 

17.1   This corporation may be dissolved only at an Annual Meeting of the Association and such dissolution shall 
require a three-fourths (3/4) affirmative vote of all registered Delegates at said Annual Meeting. 

 
17.2   Proposal of recommendation for dissolution shall be submitted to the Secretary of the Association or 

President/Chairman of the Board of Directors in the same manner as a proposed Amendment to these By-Laws. 
 

17.3   Notice of such intended dissolution shall be given to the membership of the Association in the same manner 
as a proposed Amendment to these By-Laws. 

 
17.4   It is expressly understood that this organization is a nonprofit corporation, organized under the non-profit 

Corporation Laws of the State of California, and upon dissolution, none of its assets shall inure to the benefit of 
any individual Member but shall be distributed to the Far West Ski Foundation, and in the event that said Far 
West Ski Foundation is not then in existence, to such other fund or foundation, as is designated by the Board of 
Directors, whose property is dedicated to the exempt purposes as are specified in the Revenue and Taxation

Responsibilities for the Industry Marketing program include: producing the Silent Auction, sponsorship 
development, serving on the Convention Committee, and promoting advertising sales for the Far West Skier’s 
Guide.   The FWSA Vice President of Marketing is responsible for the membership benefits program and product 
sponsorship development.  This year Barbara Razo is again Chairman of the annual Silent Auction, and Jane 
Wyckoff concentrated on Convention sponsorship development. 
 
The ski industry invested over $175,000 this year in Association industry programs (does not include travel 
program sponsorships):  Silent Auction Donations Value ($100,000), Convention Sponsorships ($4,250 cash and 
$6,150 trade-out value in certificates and major product donations); advertising for the 2004-05 Far West Skier’s 
Guide ($60,000), and $5,000 in product donations in addition to member benefit discounts. 
 

Silent Auction 
 
Last year we celebrated not only the 75th Anniversary of the Founding of the Far West Ski Association, but also 
the 20th Anniversary of the FWSA Silent Auction.  The FWSA truly values the working relationship the 
Association has developed with the ski and sports industries. During the past 21 years the Association has 
received over $1,600,000 in Silent Auction donations to generate revenue to support its programs.  Countless 
hours have been spent by dedicated ski club, council and FWSA volunteers, who assist with conducting a 
successful Silent Auction every year.   
 
The Silent Auction began back in 1986 at the Irvine Hilton and Towers, when the Balboa Ski Club of Orange 
Council of Ski Clubs, host for the 54th Annual Convention, organized the event as a fundraiser to be held in 
conjunction with the Convention.  In 1990 the Travel Carousel was added to the industry Convention programs at 
the 58th Annual Convention, hosted by the Orange Council of Ski Clubs, when the Association returned to the 
Irvine Hilton.  The format remained the same until the 2003 Convention held at the Rancho Las Palmas Marriott 
in Rancho Mirage, California, hosted by the San Diego Ski Club Council.  The Travel Carousel became the 
Travel Expo, and Passports replaced the Lift Tickets.  Convention delegates now schedule appointments with 
industry representatives, and travel from table to table in a timed sequence.   Each year we look forward to seeing 
our industry friends at our Annual Convention, some of whom have attended for many years, and others who are 
new to our program.   
 
The Silent Auction is the Association’s major fund raising effort and not only provides financial support for our 
programs but also subsidizes delegate fees to the Convention. Appreciation is extended to this year’s Host 
Council Chairman Arleigh Meiners, support members Andrea Barron, Joe Cusack, Mary Beth Fitchelee, Marge 
Fons, Gary Giertz, Sam Harris, Mike Jones, Lee Lambie, Ron Laboureaux, Candee Marsh, Nancy Robinson, Dan 
Romanenko, Margaret Sharp, David Towar, Linda Westlunc and the rest enthusiastic Arizona Ski Council 
Committee members.  Steve Coxen was instrumental in the design, maintenance and user-friendly web pages 
providing information about the convention and its events.  A special extension of gratitude goes to: Tucker 
Hoffman, Auctioneer; Nancy Kelly, Nancy Furtado and Bill Funkhouser, Accounting.  Our dedicated team of 
volunteers returned to assist with the Silent Auction Bid Board collection process and the Travel Expo.  As the 
years of experience running this program grows so does our expertise of operations.  Our gratitude is extended to

International Travel by Tucker Hoffmann, VP 

 
THE PAST YEAR….. 
FWSA International Travel offered three unusual and different trips this past year. Far West members were able 
to travel to China, Switzerland and Egypt, Machu Picchu, Peru, Ecuador and the Galapagos Islands. The 
Adventure Trips have proved to be a very popular addition. 
 
CHINA & THE YANGTZE RIVER……September 10th we took 36 people to China for a two-week adventure 
that included a cruise on the Yangtze River. In Beijing we were able to visit Tiananmen Square, the Forbidden 
City, the Summer Palace on Kunming Lake, the Great Wall, the Ming Tombs and the Sacred Way, In Wuhan we 
toured the Hubei Provincial Museum. In Yichang we boarded our cruise ship for the five-day trip up the Yangtze 
River. Along the way we visited the construction site of the Three Gorges Dam, the Ghost City and the Red 
Pagoda. In Chongqing we got to see the Panda Bears at feeding time and in Xian the 6,000 Terra Cotta Warriors, 
horses and chariots. In Shanghai we visited the Museum, the Bund, Yu Yuan Bazaar and the Yiang Yang 
Clothing Market or “knock-off market”. As soon as the two-week group flew out of Shanghai for home, Kathy 
and I flew to Beijing to meet the next group of 50 coming in for a three-week trip. We did the same Trip all over 
again except for the extra week in Guilin, Yangshou, and Hangzhou.   An adventure trip that proved to be very 
popular. 
 
ZERMATT with DAVOS and EGYPT…….March 10th to March 18th. 168 people from 9 councils traveled to 
Zermatt Switzerland for an incredible week of skiing. 58 flew in four days earlier to ski in Davos before boarding 
the Glacier Express for a trip across the Swiss Alps to Zermatt and the Matterhorn. The week went by quickly 
with great skiing, sunny days, lots of parties and good food. From Zermatt, 94 went on to Egypt to visit the Cairo 
Museum and the Great Pyramids and Sphinx of Giza. Then on to Luxor to board our cruise ship for the next five 
days on the Nile. While in Luxor we saw the Karnak and Luxor Temples, the Valley of the Kings and Queens, the 
Temple of Queen Hatshepsut and the Clossi of Memnon.  In Edfu it was the Temple of Horus and in Kom Ombo 
it was the Temple of Sobek and Haeroeis In Aswan we completed our cruise and visited the High Dam and the 
Temple of Philae. From Aswan we flew to Abu Simbel and the colossal temple that was carved from solid rock 
by the great Ramses II. Next to it is the Temple Hathor, built to honor the pharaoh’s wife, Nefertari.  From there 
back to Cairo and home. The full trip lasted three weeks and was the adventure of a lifetime. 
 
MACHU PICCHU, PERU, ECUADOR and the GALAPAGOS ISLANDS……. On May 22nd Kathy and I 
will escort 68 FWSA members on this exciting trip. Known throughout the world for its amazing ruins and 
stunning location high in the mountains, Machu Picchu was accidentally discovered in 1911 and remained 
inaccessible until the 1940s. The beauty of its location and genius construction make Machu Picchu-“lost city of 
the Incas”- the archaeological jewel of South America. We will also visit Lima and Cuzco, the fabled capital of 
the Inca Empire, before flying on to Quito, the colonial capital of Ecuador. Then on to San Cristobal to board our 
first class cruise boat, our home for the next four days while visiting the enchanted Galapagos Islands. Charles 
Darwin turned these fascinating isles into a unique living laboratory to study evolutionary changes that led to a 
new understanding of life on earth.

I would like to acknowledge all of the wonderful contributions and effort by the many individuals and 
organizations mentioned above that made the History Expo such a rousing success. 
 
Our line up for Chandler is amazing.  Guest Speaker is scheduled to be will be Julia Mancuso, 2006 Olympic GS 
Gold Medalist.  The convention you are attending will also include some other new faces and many that are 
familiar to you.  Anther notable planning to attend is familiar face Billy Kidd, (1964 Olympic Slalom Silver 
Medalist, Steamboat Springs).  Additional special guests scheduled to be present include Harv Forsgren 
(Regional Forester USFS Region 3), Troy Hawks (NSAA Journal Editor), and  Jimmy Petterson (International 
Skier/Author).  
 
Areas of interest were addressed throughout the year utilizing mailers containing electronic files, web 
articles, Councilman articles and specific topic mailings covering a wide variety of topics. Highlights 
include:  
 
Area Development  
Area development covers ski area expansion and enhancement, proposed new areas, and the preservation of 
potential areas for future snowsports. It also includes the increasingly contentious debates between the 
developers, the ski areas and the environmentalists.  
 

• Arizona Snowbowl. U.S. District Court Judge Rosenblatt for Arizona concluded that Forest Service met 
all procedural requirements for approval of facility upgrades at Arizona Snowbowl and use of reclaimed 
wastewater to make artificial snow on 1/11/06.  Judge Rosenblatt concluded that the goal of providing a 
reliable ski season is consistent with the Forest Service’s multiple-use mandate.  This case is one of the 
first legal challenges to the Religious Freedom Restoration Act of 1993.  This latest decision sets an 
important precedent which extends American Indians the right to practice their religion in a way and to an 
extent the federal government deems appropriate and adequate instead of protecting American Indians' 
religious rights as they themselves define those rights and the necessary circumstances for practicing their 
religions.  The Navajo Nation appealed this decision on 2/27/06 to the 9th Circuit Court of Appeals in San 
Francisco.  Ultimately this case is predicted to go to the Supreme Court.    

• Bitterroot Resort, Missoula, MT (rancher Tom Maclay) requested a special use permit for use of 1,780 
acres to develop alpine ski runs on Lolo Peak in Bitterrroot National Forest and 2 lift systems on north 
facing slopes.  April 2006. 

• Intrawest announces sale of majority of its real estate holdings (future development of 1,100 residential 
units and 40,000 square feet of commercial space) in town of Mammoth Lakes for $60 million.  March 
2006. 

• Mt Hood Meadows Ski Resort Snowmaking, OR.  Environmental Assessment expected March 2007, 
implementation July 2007.  Mt Hood National Forest Hood River Ranger District Permit Administrator 
Doug Jones dgjones@fs.fed.us 541-352-6002 
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• Ski Dubai, the world’s 3rd largest indoor ski slope, opened in December 2005 in the desert city of Dubai, 
UAE.  Ski Dubai www.skidxb.com is 25 stories high 80 meters wide and covered with real snow all year 
round.  It includes 5 slopes, quad chair lift, tow lift, snowboard stunk park and quarter pipe snowboard 
area.   

• Summit at Snoqualmie Pass, WA.  Master development plan draft environmental impact statement 
12/31/05, final EIS expected November 2006, implementation April 2007.  Mt. Baker-Snoqualmie

• Timberline Express Chairlift Proposal, OR.  Final environmental impact statement released 11/1/05, 
expected implementation July 2006.

FWSA also endorses the NSAA “Environmental Charter” and the “Sustainable Slopes” initiative. 

• Keep Winter Cool www.keepwintercool.org, a joint effort of NRDC (Natural Resources Defence 
Council) and NSAA (National Ski Areas Association) continued its 4th season as part of NSAA 
Sustainable Slopes initiative. One example of this initiative is that 11 ski areas in Pacific Northwest in 
collaboration with Bonneville Environmental Foundation are purchasing green energy for their operations 
and making mini Green Tags www.greentagsusa.org available for purchase by resort customers. 

• NSAA Environmental Charter is currently endorsed by more than 175 U.S. ski areas, 14 partnering 
organizations and 54 participating organizations.  2006 marks the 5th anniversary of the Sustainable 
Slopes initiative.  

 
We have aggressively strengthened our relationship with U.S. Forest Service. Utilizing our contacts in the U.S. 
Forest Service we stay abreast of a number of issues.  We will continue to work to provide forums in which 
FWSA is able to educate U.S. Forest Service winter sports program administrators and NSAA on the operations 
of the FWSA Public Affairs Program and the concerns of our organized recreational snowsports participants and 
racers. We routinely address our issues to both U.S. Forest Service and NSAA in order to better educate them on 
FWSA’s PA program and to further cement our place as a partner on important issues we all face. You can help 
increase our influence with U.S. Forest Service by calling or stopping in at the local U.S. Forest Service office 
when you visit ski areas and let them know you are there. You are the VOICE!  
 
Ski History 
Far West Ski Association is supporting the campaign by Phil Bartholomew, the son of Orland Bartholomew, to 
name Mount Bartholomew – an unnamed 11,099-foot mountain near North Fork, CA in the Minarets, a section of 
soaring spires in the Ansel Adams Wilderness of the Sierra National Forest.  Mount Bartholomew should be 
named to honor Orland “Bart” Bartholomew, a Sierra High Adventurer, who made an incredible three month, 300 
mile solo mid winter trek skiing the Sierra crest from south of Mt. Whitney to Yosemite National Park - just for 
the challenge and the photographs.  Orland made the first winter ascent of Mt. Whitney, the highest peak in the 
lower 48 states at 14,495’ and the first winter ascents of Mt. Langley and Mt. Tyndall, both over 14,000’ during 
this three month journey from Christmas Day 1928 to April 3, 1929.   
 
A number of further details make this an amazing feat for a true mountain man.  Orland skied on custom made 6’ 
long wooden skis without metal edges with only a crude wax system for climbing and used ski poles made from 
hickory garden rake handles.  He didn't have a sleeping bag or much of a tent.  Bartholomew cut tree boughs and 
used them as a base to pitch a small shelter on the snow.  He built fires for cooking.  Orland wrapped himself in a 
down robe to sleep.  He carried a 70 lb pack, a folding bellows camera and a double bit ax.  Orland wrote 
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extensive journal entries and shot 320 photos.  The trek is the equivalent of traveling from Pasadena to Salinas at 
an elevation of 9,000 feet through fierce blizzards and avalanche-prone canyons.  Gene Rose, author of “High 
Odyssey”, wrote that Bartholomew's three-month trek "stands as the ski exploration of the first half-century, 
unmatched as a feat of winter survival until very recently when solo ski expeditions reached both Arctic and 
Antarctic poles."  Orland worked for Southern California Edison as a hydrographer who measured the snowpack 
and stream levels to gauge how much hydroelectric power SCE could wring from the Sierra in the early 1920s.  
Orland later worked as a ranger (fire guard in those days) in the Ansel Adams Wilderness of the Sierra National 
Forest for 20 years from the early 1930s to the early 1950s.  This campaign is also supported by Congressman 
George Radanovich of California's 19th Congressional District who has already written a letter of support which 
has been entered into the Congressional Record.  Look for more information on the Mount Bartholomew page 
www.fwsa.wbees.com/page/page/1180431.htm  in the Public Affairs section of the FWSA website for details on 
how to send your letter of support for Mount Bartholomew to the U.S. Board on Geographic Names of the U.S. 
Geological Survey. 
 
At our Convention in Long Beach, the sixth Western Ski Heritage Prize was given to Award Six went to Ingrid 
Wicken who established the California Ski Library (www.skilibrary.com) in Norco, CA which is an extensive 
collection of books, magazines, photographs, scrapbooks, oral history interviews, posters, brochures, catalogs, 
movies, and videotapes pertaining to skiing in the U.S. especially the West.  The seventh WSH Prize will be 
awarded during our convention in Chandler.  Steamboat has agreed to extend its partnership with FWSA through 
the award year of 2008, thus assuring the long term health of the program and we hope to continue that 
relationship for future years. Steamboat Springs Ski Resort has provided a 5-day vacation for two to Steamboat 
including lodging, lifts and a lot more.  
 
Catherine Ohl, Los Angeles/San Diego Councils, continued significant work in documenting a large portion 
of LA Council’s documents. She has also constructed a very informative web page containing significant 
references and connections to a myriad of interesting research sites, http://pacificrimalliance.org/history.html.  
The importance of history to the Association has been frequently highlighted by our membership.  This committee 
focuses on the historical aspects and will continue to provide a valuable input to the Public Affairs program. 
Membership of the history committee is open to all interested parties.  FWSA History Committee Chairman is 
John Watson and Administrative Officer is Catherine Ohl.  We also continued membership in the International 
Ski History Association (ISHA).

Consumer Advocacy/Trends  
HIPAA Update - National bills reintroduced 
 
Health Care Parity for Legal Transportation and Recreational Activities Act H.R.4289 http://thomas.loc.gov/cgi-
bin/bdquery/z?d109:HR04289:@@@L&summ2=m& was reintroduced in the House on 11/9/05 as the successor 
to H.R.1749 from 4/10/03.  This is the companion bill to S.577 http://thomas.loc.gov/cgi-
bin/bdquery/z?d109:SN00577:@@@D&summ2=m& that was reintroduced in the Senate on 3/9/05 as the 
successor to S.423 from 2/14/03 to correct some the problems caused by the initial HIPAA regulations which 
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allow group health insurers to deny coverage based on participation in specific allegedly “dangerous” activities 
such as skiing, snowboarding, motorcycling, horseback riding and snowmobiling (aka “source of injury” 
exclusion loophole).  As of 5/1/06 H.R.4289 was referred to the Subcommittee on Employer-Employee Relations.   
 
As of 11/21/04 an important step occurred when the Senate passed S.423 “HIPAA Recreational Injury Technical 
Correction Act” with a key amendment.  This changed the language to cast its protections more broadly to a 
“legal mode of transportation or a legal recreational activity” which essentially includes all legal recreational 
activities.  S.423 summarized reads as follows: “A group health plan, or a health insurance issuer offering group 
health insurance coverage in connection with a group health plan, may not deny benefits otherwise provided 
under the plan or coverage for the treatment of an injury solely because such injury resulted from the participation 
of the individual in a legal mode of transportation or a legal recreational activity”.  Unfortunately, time ran out 
last year before the House could act on it.  Therefore, S.423 was reintroduced on 3/9/05 as S.577 
http://thomas.loc.gov/cgi-bin/bdquery/z?d109:SN00577:@@@D&summ2=m& by Senators Susan Collins R-
Maine and Russ Feingold D-WI.  S.577 then was referred to the Committee on Health, Education, Labor, and 
Pensions. 
 
NSAA needs our help in contacting our respective Congressional delegations to support the passage of the new 
bills, introduced as bills S.577 and H.R.4289.  I will extract the NSAA sample letter that we can use in contacting 
congressional delegations. If need be you can visit www.congress.gov for contact information for your state’s 
representatives. 
 
Congressional Ski and Snowboard Caucus  
 
The Congressional Ski and Snowboard Caucus is an informal, bipartisan group of Members of Congress formed  
in 2003 to increase and promote skiing/snowboarding and address issues affecting the greater ski/snowboard 
community. These issues include: awareness and promotion the benefits of physical activity to overall health and 
wellness, public lands management,  transportation, wildlife, education and housing in ski-resort communities. 
This, of course, lines up well with FWSA’s Public Affairs interests. Representatives Mark Udall (D-CO) and John 
Sweeney (R-NY), who will help promote its efforts, sponsor the Caucus.  FWSA strongly supports the goals of 
Congressional Ski and Snowboard Caucus and looks forward to Members of Congress support of them over the 
coming years. 
 
FWSA advised the Congressional Ski and Snowboard Caucus of our concerns especially the airline baggage issue 
and the lack of consistent policy among the airlines regarding the definition of what snowsports equipment (skis, 
poles, boots, bindings, snowboard, snowboard boots, helmet, ski bag, ski boot bag) counts as one item and/or is 
allowed.  Representatives Udall and Sweeney offices met in the spring of 2005 and deemed the airline baggage 
project worthy of pursuing by the Congressional Ski and Snowboard Caucus as one of its projects. 
 
Some of the members of the Congressional Ski and Snowboard Caucus include: Mark Udall (D-CO - 2nd), John 
Sweeney (R-NY – 20th), John Doolittle  (R-CA – 4th), Doug Ose (R-CA – 3rd), Loretta Sanchez (D-CA – 47th), 
Jim McGovern (D-MA – 3rd), Dennis Rehberg (R-MT – At Large), Jeb Bradley (R-NH – 1st), Jim Gibbons (R-
NV – 2nd), John McHugh (R-NY – 23rd), Earl Blumenauer (D-OR – 3rd), Chris Cannon (R-UT - 3rd), Jim 
Matheson (D-UT 2nd), Bernie Sanders (I-VT), Jim McDermott (D-WA –7th), Barbara Cubin (R-WY – at Large). 
 
Headlines 
 

• 2005/06 set an all-time record with total U.S. skier/snowboarder visits currently projected at 58.8 million, 
up 3.3 percent from last year according to the annual Kottke National End of Season Survey. 
Snowboarding participation rose slightly to over 30%.  National snowfall averages were up by 9 percent 
this season. 

• Overall sales for entire winter sport market including specialty and chain stores increased 4% in dollars to 
$2.3 billion and 6% in units for the August 2005 through March 2006 period according to SIA 
(Snowsports Industries America).  Snowboard equipment sales advanced 3% in dollars to $206.2 million.  
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Twintip ski sales jumped 59% in dollars to $8.7 million while fat alpine skis climbed 45% in dollars and 
superfat skis leapt 144% in dollars for 3,500 units sold. 

• US Forest Service issued interim directive 11/25/05 allowing resorts to advertise inside buildings and 
encourages resorts to partner with sponsors to promote public service messages.   

• Blind skier Kevin Alderton, 34, from Dartford, Kent UK set downhill speed skiing record by a blind 
person of 100.94 mph at Les Arc in France.  “It shows disability is no barrier to achievement.  If I can 
inspire somebody to do something they would not normally do, my aims have been achieved..” 

• Colorado College State of the Rockies Report Card issued 4/06 projects 43-82% ski area snow pack loss 
by 2085 for many Colorado resorts according a climate trends model. 

• Calaveras County Superior Court, CA ruling reaffirms assumption of risk doctrine.  The court ruled in 
April 2006 that Bear Valley Ski Company is not liable for a terrain park accident in 2000 that left former 
employee Charlene Vine paralyzed from the waist down. 

• California Snow Campaign launches with a 30 second ad featuring California Governor Arnold 
Schwarzenegger skiing along with greetings from CA snow sports figures such as Glen Plake, Shane 
McConkey, and Daron Rahlves.  The ad encourages visitors to “grab (their) sunscreen and party hat and 
head to California.”  Campaign includes print and broadcast ads, internet website 
(www.VisitCaliforniaSnow.com) and interactive online game where you can Race The Gov in a slalom 
course. 

• NextSnow Search All Stars event to kick off 2006 Winter Olympics on NBC.  This Snow Monsters event 
will include a race, Superpipe, slopestyle and big air. 

• Winterkids SnowSchool www.WinterKids.org program invites 5th though 8th grade students and teachers 
to their local ski areas for a half-day on-hill math or science lesson and an afternoon of skiing, 
snowboarding or other healthy outdoor activity. 

• Squaw Valley, CA 3rd Annual Military Discount Program allows active military personnel to 
ski/snowboard for free except on holidays.   

• New snow toy.  Airboard is an inflatable sled/snow bodyboard with underside runners for turning and 
stopping produced by Swiss engineer Joe Steiner who is a quality control expert for the shipping service 
DHL. 

• 3 backcountry skiers will pay $1,200 for rescue operation costs when they ducked a rope at Breckrenridge 
and triggered an avalanche in Sky Chutes near Copper Mountain. Two of the skiers were employed as 
Copper Mountain instructors. 

• Big Sky & Moonlight Basin, MT to sell a combined ticket offering about 5,300 acres of skiable terrain 
and the 2nd biggest vertical U.S. descent at 4,350 feet.  This is the 3rd such joint lift ticket in the U.S. for 
resorts with separate ownership to follow the European interconnect model. 

• World’s highest gondola ski lift at 4,390 meters opens in Kashmir, India at Afarwat peak May 2005. 
• Alpine erosion best practices developed in “The Sediment Source Control Handbook” released in June 

2005 by Sierra Business Council of Truckee, CA which worked with ski resorts, state agencies and 
scientists. 

• Quicksilver bought a majority stake in Rossignol from controlling Boix-Vives family March 2005. 
• Atomic owner (Amer Sports Corp) to acquire Salomon from Addidas effective September 2005. 

 
Transportation 
You would be well advised to click on the relevant baggage rules link for the airline that you will be traveling on 
and print out the actual policy to take with you on your trip since the airline baggage rules vary on what 
snowsports equipment (skis, poles, boots, bindings, snowboard, snowboard boots, helmet, ski bag, ski boot bag) 
counts as one item and/or is allowed.  Snowboard boots are not specifically addressed by most baggage rules. 
 
Be aware that you may be charged for an extra bag if you decide to risk packing other items in your boot or ski 
bag since airline baggage rules do not specifically address in most cases the allowability of anything else beyond 
skis, boots or poles.  You will be totally dependent upon the goodwill of the person checking you in.   
 
Most of the airlines (American, Continental, Delta, Northwest, United and US Airways) have lowered weight 
limitations to 50 pounds, down from 70 for checked baggage on domestic flights. 
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Public Affairs has created an Airline Baggage Rules Summary at www.fwsa.wbees.com/page/page/1102029.htm 
and links to airline baggage policies plus formed a FWSA Airline Committee.  We are also working the 
Congressional Ski & Snowboard Caucus to bring attention to these airline baggage issues.  
 
Snowsports Baggage Problems:  If you have had any snowsports baggage problems, please advise us via email 
with a description of the problem, date, airline, flight number and if possible, copies/summaries of any 
correspondence/phone calls with the airline and the airline's response.

• Southwest Airlines to begin service in Denver area in January 2006 after a 20 year hiatus with expected 
initial service to about 39 cities which includes direct flights to Phoenix, AZ; Las Vegas, NV and 
Chicago, IL. 

 
 
Taxation 
THE IRS HAS ANNOUNCED SPECIAL FOCUS ON TRAVEL PROGRAMS.  SKI CLUBS MAY BE THE TARGET OF SPECIAL 
IRS AUDITS.  THE IRS HAS ALSO ANNOUNCED SPECIAL AUDITS OF ORGANIZATIONS THAT RUN TRAVEL TOURS.  
THESE REVIEWS ARE "SPECIAL EMPHASIS AUDITS" WHERE THE IRS FOCUSES ITS ATTENTION ON A SPECIFIC 
MARKET SEGMENT WITH COMMON CHARACTERISTICS.  SKI CLUBS THAT OPERATE TRAVEL PROGRAMS MAY BE 
THE TARGET OF A SPECIAL IRS AUDIT. 
 
The Treasury Department and the IRS have developed regulatory guidance for the operation of travel tours.  Ski 
clubs should expect the operations of trips to become more closely regulated.  Two areas that clubs should be 
especially mindful of is Free Group Leader Travel and Fam Trips.  FWSA is not qualified to provide legal or tax 
advice.  If you have questions you should consult professional advisors concerning the interpretation of this 
information and how it may apply in your club's specific circumstances. 

 

The Exempt Organizations (EO) function of IRS has initiated market segment studies of five exempt organization 
market segments including social clubs 501(c)(7) organizations.  IRS is using a checksheet 
www.irs.gov/charities/article/0,,id=96088,00.html to capture information about the activities and compliance 
levels of the organizations examined in the studies.  These studies will enable IRS to accurately assess the risks of 
noncompliance; identify education and outreach needs; and more efficiently use IRS resources – READ THIS AS 
LIKELY AREAS OF FOCUS FOR SPECIAL AUDITS.

USFS National Forest Management Act – 2005 Planning Rule – Final Directives Issued 
Forest Service released a landmark update to the 1976 National Forest Management Act (NFMA) on 12/22/04 
with a final planning rule. The 2005 planning rule will affect land use and activities on more than 192 million 
acres of public forests and grasslands, and represents a more flexible approach to forest management, according to 
the Forest Service.  US Forest Service issued 10 final directives on 1/31/06 for 2005 Planning Rule. 
 
Under the 1976 NFMA, managers of each of the nation's 155 national forests and 20 national grasslands must 
draw up plans every 10 to 15 years outlining how the lands will be managed. These plans guide forest uses 
ranging from logging and grazing to mining and gas drilling to skiing and road building. A typical plan outlines 
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the impact of a proposed activity on plant and animal life and can take 5-7 years and as much as $7.5 million to 
complete.   
 
Under the new planning rule forest plan revisions could be completed with 2-3 years and reduce costs by up to 
30%. 
 
The 2005 Final NFMA Planning Rule includes the following: 

• Gives regional forest managers more flexibility and streamlines environmental reviews. This flexibility 
and new categorical exclusion (CE) for plan development, amendment and revision may reduce the need 
for environmental impact statements (EIS) or environmental assessments (EA) in certain cases. 

• Requires an environmental management system (EMS) during the planning process to improve 
performance and accountability. One feature of the EMS is independent audits of forest plans. Another 
feature is comprehensive evaluations every 5 years. 

• Does not promote or discourage any particular forest use, such as recreation, grazing, timber harvest, or 
mineral development. Decisions regarding such uses will be made on a forest-by-forest basis and will be 
informed by local conditions, science and public input. 

• Relaxes the previous requirement which focused on the species level by providing for viable populations 
of plant and animal species. The new requirement focuses on the ecosystem level as a whole by providing 
ecological conditions to support diversity of native plant and animal species. The best available science 
must be taken in account in this process. 

 
According to Forest Service Associate Chief Sally Collins "This rule applies the most current thinking in natural 
resources management," Collins said. "It takes a 21st century approach to delivering the full range of values that 
Americans want for their quality of life: clean air and water; habitat for wildlife, and sustainable uses that will be 
available for future generations to enjoy."

Northwest Airlines Backs Down On Skiing/Snowboarding Equipment Policy Change After Significant 
Opposition from Travel Industry & Ski Clubs 
 
In the fall of 2005 Northwest Airlines tried to change its skiing/snowboarding equipment policy to count skis and 
boots as 2 separate pieces of luggage.  After significant opposition in the form of emails and letters from the travel 
industry and ski clubs including FWSA, Northwest Airlines changed its policy back to its original policy which 
allowed skis and boots to count as one piece of luggage.  This one piece of luggage can not exceed Northwest’s 
standard 50 pound weight limit or it will incur a $25 overweight fee up to 70 pounds and a $50 overweight fee up 
to 100 pounds.   
 
Skiing and Snowboarding Equipment (www.nwa.com/travel/luggage/specialitems.html#ski)  
Northwest accepts one item of skiing/snowboarding equipment in lieu of one piece of luggage included in the free 
luggage allowance.  Skiing/snowboarding equipment is accepted as checked luggage only.  An item of ski 
equipment is defined as one of the following:  
 One (1) ski bag containing up to two (2) pairs of skis and one (1) boot bag; One (1) snowboard; One (1) 
snowboard bag containing up to two (2) snowboards.

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Director Report 
Awards Program by Susie Vetter, Awards Chair 

 
The modern day Awards Program was initiated in 1966 and has witnessed a series of expansions over the years. 
The more recent expansions have included recognition of Club and Council short-term achievement as well as 
various industry acknowledgments. 

 
In a volunteer organization such as Far West Ski Association nothing happens without volunteers contributing 
their time and talent to produce programs. These dedicated individuals could never be compensated for the 
contribution they make to the association. For volunteer organizations, recognition is the most valuable thank-you 
that can be offered. In many ways the maturity and stature of an organization can be measured by the value that 
individuals place on the recognition program. Far West has the broadest program of any regional ski association 
in the country and there are many opportunities for aspiring individuals, clubs and councils to gain recognition. 

 
The Far West program is divided into four (4) distinct areas as follows: 

 
1. Club and Council Achievement 
 
2. Significant Service by Ski Volunteers 

 
3. Athletic Competitions 

 
4. Industry Competitions 

 
Overlapping all of the above is the FWSA “ Great Awards “. To be considered, someone from the awards 
committee (FWSA Officer’s & VP’s & Trustees, Council Presidents, FWRA Officers & past Recipients – 
more than 100 people) makes a nomination by submitting a citation. 
 

The awards chairman certifies the citation is accurate and appropriate then conducts a balloting of the awards 
committee. All accepted citations are archived in the Western American Ski Sports Museum as a living history of 
FWSA volunteerism. In addition to commemorative plaques and medallions a permanent display of past 
recipients is showcased at the Museum. The “ Great Awards “ are as follows: 

 
Hans Georg Award: Awarded for distinguished accomplishment and long-term contribution to skiing, this 

award is given to an individual who has contributed significant achievements to skiing, not necessarily organized 
skiing. It reflects a long-term contribution and is the highest award of the Far West Ski Association. 

 
Elizabeth “ Schatzi “ Wood: Awarded to the woman, in the Far West region, who has, through efforts in ski 

club, council, region, national, or international activities, made a decisive contribution to skiing during either the 
past year or in a prior year. 

 
J. Stanley Mullin: Awarded to the man, in the Far West region, who has, through efforts in ski club, council, 

region, national of international activities, made a decisive contribution to skiing during either the past year or in a 
prior year. 

 
Jimmie Heuga: Awarded to the individual who, like Jimmie, has made a significant contribution to disabled 

skiing and/or has overcome a physical disability and has been an inspiration to others. 
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Terry Smith: Awarded to the outstanding individual who has greatly contributed to the advancement of 

intramural ski racing. 
 
Jordan-Reily: Awarded for a one or two year activity and achievement in ski related Public Affairs programs 

– area development, skier safety, liability protections, governmental affairs, taxation, and transportation. 
 
Bill Mackey: Awarded for outstanding service to the skiing public by a ski industry or ski area employee. 
 
Tommi Tyndall: Awarded to the ski area, ski area operator, tourism bureau, or ski area association who has 

made a distinguished contribution to skiing and/or the Far West Ski Association in the past year or in a prior year. 
 

Club and Council recognition 
 

Councils' Man & Woman of the Year:  This award is presented to both an outstanding man and woman at 
the grassroots level.  Selection criteria is based on each individual's involvement in skiing; club, council, regional 
and national activities; and knowledge and enthusiasm for the sport of skiing.  Candidates should have awareness 
of Far West programs and, in particular, its public affairs involvement. 

 
In addition, clubs and councils may submit their newsletters, web sites and yearbooks for recognition in the 
following categories:

Wentworth Outstanding Publication 
Outstanding Web Site 
 
 Clubs are divided into four award classes: 
  
 Class A: Membership up to 100 
 Class AA: Membership of 101 to 175 
 Class AAA: Membership of 175 to 350 
 Class AAAA: Membership of 351 or more  
 
 
Media Awards 
 
The Bill Berry Award 
 
 The Bill Berry Award is for Print Coverage of Skiing. This award is given for outstanding service to 
skiing from writers and authors for printed media. 
 
Criteria: 

• 2 categories - Featured Article and Hard News. 
• One of two FWSA Awards that allows self-nomination. 
• May receive this award more than once but not in consecutive years in the same category. 

 
 
The Warren Miller Award 
 
The Warren Miller Award is for Modern Media Coverage of Skiing. This award is given for outstanding service 
to skiing media, including cinematographers, photographers, and radio or television broadcasters. 
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Criteria: 
• Modern Media. 
• One of two FWSA Awards that allows self-nomination. 
• May receive this award more than once but not in consecutive years in the same category. 

 
 
Significant Contributions by the Ski Industry and Volunteers 
 
Presidents” Award: The FWSA President selects the Recipient. This award recognizes one or more individuals 
who have made a significant contribution during the year to the goals of the Far West Ski Association or to the 
skiing experience of the “Western Skier”. 
 
Ski Industry: Long-term ski industry supporters of the FWSA annual convention are recognized with certificates 
of appreciation.

Skier of the Week: Awarded to the female and male skiers who earn the most points ski racing at FWSA ski 
week. 
 
Roma McCoy: Awarded to the FWRA Ski League that earns the most points per racer start at the FWRA 
Championships. 
 
FWRA Championship: Awarded to the FWRA Ski League that earns the most points over all at the FWRA

Public Affairs 
 
Western Ski Heritage Prize: Recognizes outstanding effort in the area of ski history by Historians in the 
identification of resource material, preparation of historical publications and/or recording or documenting of 
significant historical events. The Prize also recognizes interest in FWSA history through collection, preservation 
and protection of appropriate articles and material. The Prize acknowledges the utilization of all types of media 
and is not limited to FWSA members.  Applications are due approximately three weeks before convention. 
 
Safety Person of the Year Award: This award honors the person within FWSA who does the most to promote 
safe skiing and safety programs at the club and/or council level through the utilization of organized events, 
educational forums, print and electronic media, on mountain activities and partnering with other, safety focused 
community and industry organizations.  Applications are due approximately two weeks before convention.

Family/Youth Involvement by Linda Westlund, Trustee 

 
Family/Youth Involvement Committee Report, 2005-2006 

 

The Family/Youth Involvement Committee of FWSA was established in July 2003 and meets at breakout 
sessions held during FWSA Board of Director Meetings.  This committee works throughout the year to evaluate, 
develop and execute plans that provide opportunities for families and youth to participate in snowsports and ski 
club related activities. 

 
Mission:  To sustain and grow the sport of snow skiing by attracting and building the family and youth market.  
Short and long-range planning for family and youth involvement, with the objective of developing programs and 
services to welcome families and youth into our ski organizations.     
 
Strategy and Objectives:  Our strategy is to build interest in family ski outings thru events hosted at the Council 
levels.  We will provide the opportunity for the youth/family audience to get familiar with our ski councils, 
FWSA, and the experience and value that we provide, and then add FWSA level programs to serve this growing 
member base.  The intent is to build a program that would not disrupt service to our member base that enjoys 
adult-only activities. 
 
Dependent on volunteer and participant interest, a FWSA Family Ski Trip will be planned and offered offer in 
future years.  Destination, dates, activities, and pricing will be set based on appeal to the family/youth market.  
Trip size would be small initially, and would be expected to grow in future years.  FWSA Ski Week, as we know 
it today, would continue to be a trip for members age 21 and over. 
 
The Family/Youth Involvement Committee will also work on developing other benefits for Family Members, 
such as discounts available thru the FWSA Membership Card.  We will identify youth skier programs available to 
the public and make our membership base aware of opportunities.  Racing Programs for youth will be explored 
and expanded, with consideration to affordability for families.   
 
FWSA Direct Family Membership Status 
The Family/Youth Involvement Committee carefully considered the opportunity and risk related to creating a 
Direct Family Membership category for FWSA in 2004.  Establishing a Direct Family Membership category 
would enable us to build and assess our potential audience for FWSA Family Programs, however we are just 
beginning to develop family and youth programs.  Therefore we determined that recommendations for family 
membership bylaw changes should be deferred to allow for further development and success of Family Programs 
at the council levels, as well as review and coordination of changes required throughout the bylaws to support the 
category and definition of Family Membership.

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Director Report 
History Comittee by John Watson, History Chair 

 
The salient activity for this Association year was the 75th anniversary celebration in Long Beach.  This was an 
incredible display of ski histories from all sources – clubs, companies, and material generated from original 
sources.  The role of Catherine Ohl in the development of this event cannot be underestimated.  It had to be 
the biggest ski history event ever held in FWSA, certainly on a par with the International Ski History Association 
meeting in Mammoth.  
 
We have not heard the end of the materials from this event.  These comprised a serious resource from which to 
create further history products.  I hope those displaying will take an action to further preserve this material, 
including submission to the California Ski Library.  Ingrid Wicken will be pleased to take in this historical 
material, especially since she is working on a new book. Contact her at 951-735-5106. 
 
Catherine Ohl continues her intensive effort to development more history pieces, which can be deployed into print 
or onto the Internet.  She generated a substantial amount of material for the 75th, which also will be recognized.   
 
Also on the horizon is a new photo essay book by Robin Morning, which could be completed by next annual 
meeting.  This will cover her experiences at Mammoth and with the McCoy family.  The Western Ski Heritage 
(WSH) prize for 2006, again supplied by our cosponsor, Steamboat Ski and Resort, is awarded to Robin Morning, 
one of our own Olympians, for her prior work on the research for the Forstenzer book “Mammoth” and for her 
work on displays in the Mammoth Ski Museum.  For a full citation and historical summary see the WSH report.

Participation is invited for this important recognition of skisport’s history and contributions to the world of winter 
activity.
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Director Report 
Safety Committee by Richard Lubin, D.C., Safety Chair 

 
Safety 
All snow sports participants can appreciate how critically important safety is to all of us. 
Many are aware of deaths occurring at ski areas this year, even among ski patrollers at Mammoth Mountain.  In 
the Lake Tahoe area at least 4 deaths occurred at resorts just in the month of April. These were the result of 
skiers/riders going to fast and striking an object.  There is little doubt that in each person has to set their own 
standards of what they consider to be conscientious and prudent behaviors.  It requires a constant attention to the 
hazards and potential hazards around us. 
Our sports take place in ski areas which do a great job at controlling many things which could cause us harm. 
Excessive speed, inattentiveness, and failure to look around are some of the main causes for injuries. 
Issues of safety are both relevant to the ski industry and very important to the Association.   The position of 
Safety Chair was created in the fall of 2002, with two time Safety Person of the Year winner (’01&’02).   
Richard Lubin, D.C.   Mike Sanford and Dr. Lubin drafted a new Committee Charter, Mission Statement and 
Objectives.   
 
 
The Association promotes safety by a number of methods. 

A) There is a special section of the webpage (FWSA.org) with articles on safety.  
B)  In our annual FWSA SKIERS GUIDE, publication, the widely distributed   magazine. Our most recent 

(2004-2005) Skiers Guide included an informative article on Frostbite by our snowboarding chiropractor. 
C) The associations’ quarterly newsletter, The Councilman, has featured regular articles on safety by Dr. 

Lubin and others. 
D) Our Safety Chair has continued to interact with a number of Risk managers and Ski Patrollers at the Ski 

Resorts to discuss issues of Safety. 
E) The Safety chair has regularly e-mailed original articles to many websites and newsletters.                  
F) Our slogans– “Ski With Pride, Let It Ride, Watch All Sides” and First With Safety Awareness appear 

in many places letting all know that safety is an important issue with the association. 
G) Our Safety Person of the Year Contest brings greater exposure to our concerns and dedication to safety 

in snow sports. 
H) The FWSA Safety Poster which reads Be Safe Wear Your Helmet, Ski With Pride, Let it Ride, 

Watch All Sides. The Safety chair has delivered several of these to each Tahoe resort and several ski 
shops. Other board members have taken these to various other resorts. 

 
Safety Person of the Year (SPOY) 
Starting in 1999 the FWSA has been awarding a Safety Person of the Year to the individual within the association 
that has done the most to promote safety through a number of criteria. This contest has been sponsored by 
ASPEN SKIING COMPANY. They have announced that they will continue sponsorship through 2006 and 
perhaps beyond.  While every ski resort promotes safety, Aspen has proven their dedication to making safety an 
important issue by rewarding these individuals with a fabulous ski vacation. This includes a 7 day package for 2 
including airfare, lodging, 6 days of lift tickets, rental equipment, lessons, a mountain tour with an employee, and 
an appearance on the local TV show, Aspen Today. 
  
The winners have been (’99) Catherine Ohl, Century City and Pacific Rim Alliance Ski Clubs (LA/SD Councils), 
(’00) Denise Vance, North Island Snowdrifters (SD Council), and (‘01 &’02 Richard Lubin, D.C., Bota Baggers 
Ski Club (BAC), (2003) Elaine Cobos, (2004) our own Far West Racing Association President, Bob Ellis.   
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The 2005 winner was Teresa TJ Barnes. TJ, who is also a nurse, came up with a unique logo for hearing impaired 
individuals. It has a very visible ear with a question mark in it. This would be worn on the back of the individual. 
Immediately anyone viewing this would recognize that this person may not be able to hear. We congratulate her 
on her distinctive idea. 
 

RESORTS 
The ski resorts take great measures to ensure that skiing and snowboarding can be a safe sport. Long before a ski 
area is open, the patrollers check the slopes. Issues like avalanche danger, lifts, marking obstacles, padding lift 
towers, marking out of bounds, grooming are among the many safety concerns. Resorts are careful to emphasize 
safety. Most resorts have a Risk Manager to address some of these concerns.  Each ski area has its own unique set 
of concerns.   “The Skiers Responsibility Code”, which outlines safe practices, is displayed prominently at nearly 
every US resort on posters, on napkins and in restrooms.  Ski patrollers issue warnings and sometimes pull the 
passes of those who demonstrate unsafe practices. We ultimately recognize that the issue of safety is most 
dependent on each individual’s own cognizance.   
 
We applaud the efforts of some of the national programs like Burrton’s Smart Style, the National Ski Area 
Association’s (NSAA) Heads Up Safety Program, Lids on Kids, and Safety Awareness Week. 
 
Some of us remember the relatively archaic boots and bindings of yesteryear. Equipment manufacturers have 
contributed to increased safety in skiing. Material science and improved design have helped to bolster the 
numbers of safe snow sport participants. 
 
Some resorts go the extra mile to make safety a priority.  Aspen Skiing Company has won the NSAA award two 
years in a row. We applaud these efforts. Sunday River has an interesting program” Go With the Flow “. This 
Zen- like concept to think safety is promoted by giving out cards and buttons. The theory: Adjust your 
skiing/riding to join the flow around you and becoming aware of people with different abilities, and adjust your 
speed. What a great idea. In Tahoe several resorts have specific safety personnel that are non-ski patrollers. These 
are visible at Sierra, Northstar, Sugar Bowl, and Heavenly to name a few. 
 
 
ISSUES 
A few issues to be addressed in the coming year with the FWSA Safety committee are: 

 
Analysis as to where injuries take place 
Modifying behavior to decrease injury risk 
Special safety considerations for snowboarders 
Helmet use  

 
 

 
 
   

 
 
INTERACTION RESORT SAFETY PERSONELL  
The safety chair has personally interacted over 100 ski patrollers this past season. He has also met with the Risk 
Manager from Heavenly and the Safety manager for Sugar Bowl. A unique meeting was with two ski patrollers 
from Hunter Mountain, New York. This smallish 240 Acre resort in the Catskills 
Has 11 chairlifts and a huge uphill capacity of over 15000 skiers per hour with high density.  Each ski area 
presents with its own set of risks due to their unique nature. 
 
 The FWSA Safety Chair is an avid snowboarder, with the second consecutive season of over 50 days of riding at 
10 resorts this season. Interactions have occurred on a weekly basis with the ski patrollers, both professional and 
National Ski Patrol (amateur).  .  We discussed safety concerns like injury areas, profiles of injured skiers, 
locations, terrain parks and skier/snowboarder interactions. A unique situation came up this year at the end of the 
season at Heavenly whereby the ski area was closed due to lightning.  
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TERRAIN PARKS 
 
Interestingly there has been a large industry push to provide parks and terrain feature. Since a disproportionate 
number of injuries take place in these regions it has been a great safety concern. 
 
Some of the discussions have focused on making these parks safer.  One of the strategies is to have multiple areas 
for skiers/riders of different ability levels.  Four or more separate park areas may be provided at the larger resorts 
giving the public a great choice in diversity and intensity. A beginner snowboarder is less likely to get hurt if they 
have a choice for a smaller, less dangerous park.  The larger, more extreme features attract those of a higher skill 
level.   
 
There is little doubt that the trend for freestyle has attracted many to skiing and boarding. I posed the question to a 
group of patrollers at Sierra-At-Tahoe who referred to terrain parks as “TRAUMA PARKS”. 
Yes they may be considered to be danger spots, but consumers demand these at ski areas. The public exposure in 
the media is frequently of these more extreme maneuvers, even though most skiers and riders do not participate.  
Even in the recent Olympics the snowboard half pipe event was prime time, whereas the Alpine snowboard racing 
events were buried in a non-primetime spot which few people saw. 
 
Education and safety in these park areas will decrease the risks, however we expect people to continue to injure 
themselves. Burrton’s Smart Style is a sensible approach. Respect the other people, look before you leap, and easy 
style it.  It promotes rational incremental increases in ability. 
 
 
  
 
A DEGREE OF SAFETY and FWSA EXPOSURE 
 
The FWSA is also investigating providing thermometers with the FWSA logo and a safety slogan to be provided 
to some resorts free of charge.  This idea has been presented to a few ski areas with a positive response. Who 
could resist looking at these while getting off the lift?  This will help increase the degree of exposure of the 
association, reaffirm its dedication to safety, and of course, give the temperature.  
  
CONCLUSION 
Skiing and snowboarding present the most risks ultimately to the individual user Like driving, one has to use 
common sense and ski or ride defensively, watching and anticipating all possible dangers.   
 
At all FWSA conventions, safety has remained a major issue.  FWSA has continued to focus its efforts on 
promoting safe snow sport practices. 
 
The Far West Ski Association takes an active role in promoting safety. We have teamed with Aspen/Snowmass in 
giving a fantastic award for many years.  Through our other methods we are leaders and proponents of safe snow 
sports.  
Remember SAFETY IS HAVING FUN CONSCIOUSLY!

Our 2005-2006 ski season and year round activities were fantastic!  Included was an extensive list of ski season 
trips offered by our member clubs, and by ASC and FWSA.  We had great participation in our trips and local 
events, and are particularly proud of our strong showing in competitive racing programs during FWSA ski week.

Northwest Ski Club Council represents 35 clubs and 9,000 ski club members in Oregon,  
Washington, and Idaho.  Our clubs offer many skiing opportunities at the exceptional ski 
areas we have in the Northwest and some clubs offer choices for other regional and 
international trips.  Northwest Council offered several trips and other activities during 
the year to complement the activities provided through the clubs. 
 
2005-2006 Ski Season 
Northwest skiers kicked off the ski season with a trip to Breckenridge in December.  

This was a joint trip with San Diego Council.  In February, Skiyente Ski Club hosted a "family trip" to Big White 
which was a huge success--Big White being a great place for kids!  They are making plans for the 2nd annual 
"family trip" in 2007 to Big Mountain via AMTRAK.   
 
Northwest club members enjoyed another fantastic Far West Ski Week at Telluride in February.  The Far West 
travel program is very popular among the Council membership.  Travel opportunities with Far West can be found 
on their website as well as the Council newsletter and website.   
 
This past season, Northwest ski areas experienced an abundant amount of snowfall.  Our PACRAT Race League 
had excellent conditions for all their races.  Council members traveled to Mt. Bachelor for a St. Patrick's Weekend 
in mid-April and S'No Joke Ski Club hosted a Council trip to Whistler in April where they had some fantastic 
spring skiing! 
 
Northwest Council held the "Ski Oregon Challenge" this ski season.  Skiers and snowboarders were encouraged 
to ski nine of the eleven resorts in Oregon and then be eligible for prizes.  We had three winners who skied all 
eleven resorts - one downhill skier, one snowboarder, and one telemarker!  Watch for this program again in 2007 
and expanding into Washington.   
 
Public Affairs 
Now in our fourth year, the Northwest Snowsports Advocates has a web page linked to the Northwest Council site 
at www.nwskiers.org.  The web page provides information on Oregon and Washington ski areas with 
development projects and describes what actions we can take to show our support, either by writing letters to the 
US Forest Service or by appearing for public testimony.  Our group believes that responsible ski area 
development can provide a better skiing and boarding experience for all of us while protecting the environment at 
the same time.  In recent months, Linda McGavin and other Council members have written letters in support of 
development projects at Timberline and several other Northwest resorts.  These letters are posted on this 
webpage. 
 
Northwest Council has held a seat on the board of directors of Oregon Snowsport Industries Association (OSIA) 
for over 12 years.  The Council maintains a close relationship with Oregon ski resorts and other businesses and 
associations involved in the ski industry – lodging, transportation, retail, manufacturing and tourism.  Pacific 
Northwest Ski Areas Association (PNSAA) is also an active partner in OSIA.  These industry organizations look 
to the Northwest Council for advice and representations of the skier’s point of view. 
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Outreach Programs 
Northwest Council participated in both the Oregon and Washington industry trade shows this year.  We had 
booths at the Washington State SnowSports Expo in Seattle and the Portland Ski Fever and Snowboard Show.  
Both shows were held in early November.   The annual Northwest Council "Ski Fair" was also held in November. 
This event always draws a large crowd with sales of discount passes and a great silent auction. All three shows 
were excellent opportunities to interact with ski resort and industry representatives and with the general public.  
Our NW Skiers Directory is released at these shows - a great resource of resorts and retailers who support 
Northwest Council as well as some interesting articles about the sport of skiing. 
 
Community Service 
The PACRAT race league sponsored a Special Olympics team, 10 racers made up of Special Olympics athletes 
and coaches who competed in several  PACRAT races.  Northwest Council  will have several racers in the Golden 
Rose Ski Classic on June 3rd at Timberline Ski Area.  This event is a fundraiser for Mt. Hood Ski Education 
Foundation.  Other club activities include fundraising and volunteer work for Special Olympics, highway cleanup 
on Mt. Hood, the annual Cancer Ski Out and other fundraising events for junior racing.  The Mt. Hood Cultural 
Center & Museum continues to grow and is enlarging and adding to their impressive exhibits of the history of Mt. 
Hood - several clubs hold events at the Museum and sponsor fundraisers for the Museum.  Northwest Council  
teams raised over $3600 for Oregon Cancer Ski Out and one team stands out - "The FWSA GERM TEAM" - in 
honor of our good friend Mike German.  The state of Washington has a new Ski & Ride license plate, released in 
January 2006.  A portion of the proceeds benefits the Washington NW Winter Sports Foundation. 
 
PACRAT Racing 
We had 15 teams, plus a Special Olympics team compete in the PACRAT alpine racing league, a division of 
FWRA.  Five races were held on Mt. Hood at Mt. Hood Meadows, Timberline, and Skibowl.  Each team is made 
up of ten members, of all levels of racing abilities.  Mt. High's Psychothermia team took first place this year.  The 
post-season awards party was held in April at the Downtown Greek Cuisina in Portland.  Awards were presented 
and King and Queen Rats were crowned.  The Northwest Council looks forward to the FWRA Championship 
Races being held in Oregon in 2007 at Mt. Bachelor.  Look for Northwest Council to treat you to a fantastic  
awards banquet.  The PACRAT League has a new website at www.pacrats.org
