Skiers need doctors, rarely the other way around. Right now, though, the medical profession can use
whatever assistance it can get. Ed Ariniello, U.S. Outdoor Store, in Portland, Oregon, recently
registered his sporting goods store, as a drop-off point for Goggles for Docs, a national effort to
collect new and used ski goggles for hospitals in desperate need of protective eyewear. They
repurpose the eyewear for use by medical professionals at hospitals across the country. "We all need
something to do," he says, "something we can contribute.” The image of doctors looking as if they
just came straight from shredding Mt. Hood might seem slightly ridiculous, but the idea came from a
physician in New York, whose aunt coaches downhill racers. Hospitals from across the country make
requests through the Goggles for Docs website, with donors committing to supply a certain number.
So far, the group has donated nearly 13,000 pair of goggles. If you are a Northwest person, check out

DELTA CANCELLATION POLICY EXTENDED: Delta Airlines has extended their policy on the
rebooking of travel that was cancelled due to the Coronavirus. Their extended window of time to rebook, can
now be done up to 2 years. This policy is to give their customers some added breathing room to make new
plans. The tickets normally expire one year after purchase, but they’re providing waived change fees and
greater flexibility to travel through May 31, 2022, Delta’s policy says. The new rule applies to any
passengers with tickets booked as of April 3 for travel in April or May 2020, or have existing travel credits
or canceled flights from March, April, or May 2020. Any customer with an applicable credit will have it
automatically extending through May 2022. The Delta cancellation policy is extremely flexible and will
help passengers who no longer want to fly or those who prefer refunds in the form of a travel credit, and in
certain cases, they may be entitled to a cash refund instead.

REALID DEADLINE EXTENDED: Homeland Security recently announced an extension to get the REALID
Driver’s License, out now until October 1, 2021. People traveling by air within the United States and who use
their Driver’s License as ID going through TSA will need to update their licenses to REALID prior to the new
deadline or use alternate forms of ID such as passports.
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MAMMOTH MOUNTAIN EXTENDS 2021 PASS DEADLINE: Mammoth Mountain Ski Area has
extended their deadline on the purchase on their 2020/2021 Season Pass. You now have until May 27, 2020
to get your pass for next year.
