EUROPEAN SKI AREAS ARE OPEN ONCE MORE: lItaly, France and Switzerland, and others, have
announced that their ski resorts are opening up for business on June 20, 2020. The summer glacier ski areas
at Les 2 Alpes and Val d’Isere in France and Crans Montana and Zermatt in Switzerland have reopened, as
has the Molltal Glacier in Austria (where three other glaciers are already open). In Italy, Stelvio glacier summer
ski area is set to re-open to all skiers and boarders from this weekend, along with a second glacier ski area,
Cervinia, is due to re-open on June 20". With two resorts open in Norway, the number of open areas in Europe
is back to double figures. A survey taken by one of the Peak Retreats indicates 84% of this year’s skiers say
that they will return next year. Good news to hear!

NEW ZEALAND SKI SEASON HAS BEGUN: The 2020 ski season has gotten underway in New Zealand
with Mt Hutt opening for winter with its traditional “Drinks” Celebration for those first on the chairlift. New
Zealand announced earlier this week that it had successfully suppressed the virus pandemic so no social
distancing or off-slope face mask wearing is required there.
